Prakriti, a born chandaalika, realizes as she moves into the
society that she is an untouchable. She feels disturbed and
her heart aches with agony for this discrimiation in the
creation of God. Maya, her mother, leaves her alone,
unable to understand her.

HOW TO REDUCE TAXES BY DIVIDING
INCOME AMONG THE FAMILY

A graduated and progressively increasing rate of taxation is and will probably remain
as our federal income-tax system. Even if the proposed 1985 Treasury plan is approved
there may not be a fundamental change in the basic system. The higher the taxable in-
come higher is the rate of tax. It is thus, evident that one can achieve income-tax
savings by transfering income from high-income-bracket taxpayer to one or more low-

income-bracket taxpayers. The effect of these savings is shown in the following ta-
ble based on 1985 tax rates:

The persons with whom one would most naturally want to share his income are members of
immediate family. It is to the advantage of the family if income can be diverted in
such away that the tax burden on its shifted to other family members with the resultant
savings in overall tax bill.

GENERAL PRINCIPLES:

1) 1Income belongs to the person who earns it and mere assignment does not shift taxes
on it.

2) Income from property belongs to the owner of the property. Interest coupons
cashed by son on a bond owned by father is taxed to father and not to son. The
transfer must be more than a technical transfer of ownership with no strings attached.

3) Practical effects of Income Shifting: It is immaterial to the welfare of the
family as a whole which member derives income or owns property. This is generally

true when the children are young. As the child grows older, marries and/set up his/her
family the situation may be different. This aspect must be kept in mind before
transfering income producing property.

4) Estate and Gift taxes: Usually transfer of property during one's life time saves

not only income taxes but also Estate and Gift taxes. A study and professional advice on
all aspects is must before any shifts are made.

PERSONS WITH WHOM INCOME MIGHT BE SPLIT

Splitting of income means actually sharing income with another person. The recip%ent
must have actual control and ownership over his share of the income. The neccessity
of actual sharing of income narrows the field of persons with whom income may be
split-in most cases to the members of the immediate family.

SPOUSE: There is NO Income-Tax advantage by splitting with the spouse since the
Joint Return mechanics already in effect takes care of this.

ADULT CHILDREN: As long it is business like and arms length deal this is best way.
If the children have substantial income of their own it may not help much.

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MINOR CHILDREN: There are the best since they may not have any income of their own
and achieves the best results if properly planned. Some call this "TAX SCHOLARSHIP".

OTHERS: Usually this is limited to elderly parents or other relatives (whom one really
cares for) and Accumulation Trusts for the Benefit of family members, Corporations
with Family member Stockholders.

METHODS OF SHIFTING INCOME

Genuine transactions among the family members conducted at arms length (as in between
strangers) must be given full effect for tax purposes. Detailed description of
methods of shifting income is beyond the scope of this write up and hence merely some
of the important wats are listed:

1) Gifts and sales of income producing property H

2) Creation of Trusts
3) Family partnerships
4) Joint ventures

5) Combined ownership

Many temples in India have used gold leaf or thin plate on their walls and pillars,
leave alone on the deities. Tirupati has a gold plated sheet covering the main
gopuram. Amritsar has golden temple, where goldsheet was used to cover the main
gopuram. But the highest amount of the gold - about a ton or more of gold was used as
a sheet on the pillars and walls of the potala palace, the palace of Dalai Lama, the
spiritual head of Tibetian Buddists, in Lhasa, Tibet. Please remember, we also

have a "Temple of Gold" in Mondsville, W. Va., constructed by Hare Krishna people and

they have used gold plating in some places and gold sheets in some places.

The first modern news agency was found by Mr. Charles Havas, a Frenchman in 1832.

He used pigeons to bring home the news collected in various centres. In 1848 , New

York City organised The Associated Press, a collection of six News media who

collectively agreed to share the news and the expenses with it. Telegraph was

discovered about this time and this gave them the necessary boom.

8. Of the 1652 "mother tongues" (languages) of India, 33 are spoken by more than one
lakh of people. They are : Hindi, Telugu, Bengali, Marathi, Tamil, Urdu, Gujarathi,
Malayalam, Kannada, Oriya, Bhojpuri, Punjabi, Assameese, Chattisgarhi, Maghadi,
Maithli, Marwari, Santali,Kashmiri, Rajashni, Gondi, Konkani, Dogri, Gorkhali(Nepali),
Garhwali, Pahari, Bhull, Oraon, Kumaoni, Sindhi, Laman, Tulu and Bagri in order of
number of speakers.

9. "Bengal Gazzette" started on Jan 29th, 1780 at serampore, near Calcutta was the first
ever newspaper to come out in India. It was started by A. Hickey. This pioneering
effort was joined by many more news papers within a short time. Later "Englishman"
(former name "John Bull in the East") became the leader amongst sales. Most of the
present day newspapers and magazines say 95% of them have originated after
Independence.

10. Japan! Although USA and several other European countries manufacture Robots, Japan is
the leader in this field.

11. India has 22 states and 7 union territories. Amongst these, Sikkim state is the
lowest, area-wise, about 7,299 Sq. Km., while Lakshadeep islands with 32 Sq.Km. area is
the lowest amongst the Union Territories.
