HOW TO BUILD FAMILY WEALTH AND CUT THREE DIFFERENT TAX BILLS"

A single arrangement that provides a taxpayer's family with financial protection
while saving him or her estate, gift and ipcome taxes, has to be a super deal.
There is such a deal and it's sometimes called a-

SUPER TRUST- Its formal name is the irrevocable life insurance trust. The
taxpayer makes payments to a trust that are used to buy insurance on his life.
The insurance proceeds will be distributed according to his wishes. Handled
properly, (1) a taxpayer can pick up income tax deductions during his lifetime,
(2) the payments to the trust won't be hit with gift taxes, and (3) the life
insurance proceeds won't be taxed in his estate.

This arrangement is ideal if a taxpayer wants to provide a steady income for his

spouse when he is no longer around and then have the funds pass to the children when
his spouse dies. And for many two income families, it is equally important that a wife
have insurance to provide her spouse with income to replace her salary if anything
should happen to her. If a taxpayer has already provided for his or her spouse and
wants money to go directly to the children-again, the super trust fits the bill.

Of course, there are other ways to transfer wealth to the family. What makes the
super trust a standout is that a taxpayer can leave money to the family and cut
three different tax bills at the same time.

(1) Estate tax: The general rule is that life insurance proceeds are not included
in a taxable estate if the taxpayer doesn't own the policy at death. As long as 9
someone else owns it (and the proceeds are not payable to the estate), the proceeds
are free of estate tax.

But who should own the policy? One answer is the insured's spouse. But if the spouse
owns the policy and dies first, then the value of the policy would be taxed in his
or her estate.

TAX-SAVING SOLUTION- Let a super trust own the policy. The taxpayer sets up

an irrevocable trust (he has no power to cancel the trust) and has it buy the
policy on his life. (The trust need not have any other assets than the insurance
policy.) The taxpayer then makes periodic gifts to the trust so that it can

pay the insurance premiums. When he dies, the proceeds are paid to whomever

the taxpayer wanted, as named under the terms of the trust.

Result: The proceeds are not taxed in the taxpayer's estate since he doesn't own
the policy. And if his spouse dies first, the proceeds are not taxed in her estate-
she doesn't own the policy either.

Of course, if the insured dies first and his spouse is named as recipient of the
proceeds from the trust, what's left of the proceeds when she dies will be taxed in
her estate.

ANOTHER SOLUTION- Assuming a taxpayer is certain that his other assests will be
sufficient to look after his spouse, he may want to keep the trust in business
after his death, have it invest the proceeds, and limit his spouse to income

from the investments during her life. Then, under its terms, the trust can pay

the funds directly to other beneficiaries-say his children-and go out of existence.

Result: Since the taxpayer's spouse has only a right to income from the trust, the
trust assets won't be subject to tax in her estate either. (In fact, a taxpayer can
even give her spouse a limited right to withdraw trust assets for an emergency
~without losing the estate tax savings.)

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hPaying for College

So you've decided to go to
college. Or maybe you're still
thinking about it. The big ques-
tion is: where will the money
come from? You've heard
about grants and loans, but
where are they? And how do
you find out if you are eligible
for them?

The U.S. Department of Ed-
ucation has two booklets to an-
swer these questions. When
you want to know how to meet
the costs for college, whether
you are straight out of high
school or returning to the aca-
demic scene after a number of
years, look to The Student
Guide: Five Federal Financial
Aid Programs 85-86 (ltem
513N). This free booklet con-
tains 44 pages of how-to infor-
mation about applying for
federal aid for higher educa-
tion. It tells you who to ask
about the various aid pro-
grams, how to apply for them,
and the deadlines for applica-
tion. You may also be eligible
for special grants and scholar-
ships. For $3.00 (ltem 207N),
you can get Higher Education
Opportunities for Minorities
and Women, a catalog of aid
available to members of minor-
ity groups, but also useful to

anyone. For copies of these
booklets, write to the Con-
sumer Information Center,
Dept. MB, Pueblo, Colorado
81009. Please include the item
numbers and any cost.

Grants help many students
pay their educational bills. For
undergrads, the federal gov-
ernment awards Pell Grants

and Supplemental Education
Opportunity Grants, both on
the basis of need. You can get
Pell Grants for as much as
$2,100, SEOG’s for up to
$2,000, and you don't have to
pay either of them back. To get
a Pell Grant which will cover
certain costs that you may
have already paid, you must
submit your application for the
1985-86 school year by May 1,
1986. However, if you get it in
sooner, you will be more likely
to get other kinds of aid from
your school. Check with your
school’s financial aid officer for
the SEOG deadline.

Higher Education Opportun-
ities for Minorities and Women
lists other resources for finding
scholarships, loans, and
grants. There are about 15
pages of general resources—
books listing all kinds of
sources for college funds—and

more than 50 pages of specific
scholarships, loans, and grants
available for undergraduate,
graduate, and post-doctoral
students studying many aca-
demic subjects.

Everyone has heard of Col-
lege Work-Study. This is aid in
the form of a part-time job, and
it is available to both graduates
and undergraduates. Each
school awards a set amount of
Work-Study money to its stu-
dents who have qualified by
showing their need. If you qual-
ify, you will be paid by the hour,
at least minimum wage, and
the amount you work will be
determined by the school. Ap-
plication deadlines are early in
the calendar year, but again,
check with your school’s finan-
cial aid officer.

Students can also get loans
to help pay for higher educa-
tion. The National Direct Stu-
dent Loan and the Guaranteed
Student Loan are offered on
the basis of need at low inter-
est rates to grad students and
undergrads. You don't have to
begin repayment until six
months after you finish or leave
school. The Financial Aid Re-
port you get from your school
will tell you if you qualify for
these loans, and the school’'s
financial aid officer will tell you
the application deadline. PLUS
loans are available to graduate

students, independent under-
grads, and the parents of de-
pendent undergrads without
demonstrated need. Check
with your financial institution
for information.
