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HINDU RELIGION ACTION — REACTION Dr. Venkat N. Kanumalla
Flushing, New York
The following is an account of Action-Reaction given in Srimad Bhagavatam, SthCanto, Ch.26

Yamadharma Raja, the son of the sun-god, Vivaswan, resides in the infernal regions
and inflicts punishment in the same form as the crime itself, on the departed souls brou-
ght to his realm by his servants. The punishment is strictly in proportion to the sin
committed by them, taking care not to violate the commands of the almighty, Lord Narayana.
There are twenty eight types of hells to cater to the sinners.

He who takes away, by force or fraud, another's wealth, child or wife is thrown into
the hell, Tamisra, where he is tormented in that dark region by being deprived of food and
water, belaboured with cudgels and tortured. He who enjoys the wife of another by deceivi-
ng the man, is cast into the hell, Andha Tamisra, where he is severely torturted. He, who
nourishes his own body and those of his family by killing other living entities, is thrown
into the hell Rourava, where the very creatures killed by him are in the form of Rurus
(Creatures more ferocious than snakes), and will get killed by the Rurus. In the hell,

Maha Rourava, the carnivorous creatures called kravyadas feast on the flesh of that person
who during his lifetime maintained his body on animal flesh. In the hell called Kumbhipaka,
the servants of Yama will fry in boiling oil that merciless fellow, who was so cruel to cook
the beasts and birds alive.

That person, who was hostile to his father, a religious man and the holy scriptures,
is roasted on a red hot copper frying pan in the hell called K3lasiitra. A person behaving
whisically, leaving the path of righteous conduct, is dragged over trees with sword-like
leaves in the hell called Asipatravana. Any perosn in-charge of doing justice, like a judge
or a king, if inflicts punishment on the wrong person or a pious man, is punished in the
hell, Sukaramukha, where he will be tormented in the same way as juice is extracted from
sugarcane, squeezing between rollers. Anyone not behaving as per the scriptural injunctions
is punished in the hell, Andhakupa, where he si tormented by the beasts and birds he killed
and is troubled by mosquitoes, lice and bugs.

The person who eats the food without offering to the Supreme Lord, is thrown into the
hell, Krimibhojana, where he is like a worm, living on other worms and other worms living
on him. The person who steals from a pious man is punished in the hell, Sandamsa, where
his skin is peeled off with red hot nippers. Persons indulging in prohibited sexual acti-
vities are made to embrace the red-hot images of the opposite sex in the hell, Taptastrmi.
Persons indulging in indiscriminate sexual activities are dragged over the adamantine thorny
bushes in the hell, Vajrakantakasalmali. Ruling class people, transgressing their limits
and causing trouble to others are thrown into the pools of blood, urine and pus. Persons
living an immoral life, are thrown into the hell, Pliyoda, where they are tormented by aqua-
tic creatures in the ponds of faeces and dirt. Those who kill the animals viciously hurting
them using dogs, are pierced with arrows by the servants of Yama in the hell, Pranamirodha.
Persons performing animal slaughter in sacrifices for mere show are hacked to pieces in the
hell, Vaisasa. There are other hells called Latabhaksha, Sarameyadana, Avichimat, Ayahpana,
Ksarakardama, Rakshoganabhojana, Sulaprota, Dandasiika, Avatanirodhana, Paryavartana and many
others where people who indulge in giving false witnesses, consuming liquor, animal sacrifi-
ces, molesting others, arrogant people insulting others and all other sorts of unmentionable
sinful activities are punished in a befitting manner.

But for those, having realised theri abominable past, repent and surrender at the lotus
feet of Mahatmas, Acharyas and chant the holy names of the Supreme Person, Bhagawan Sriman
Narayana, and will not go back to their past, there is no fear from Yama or hell, as it is

assured by Yama himslef in the case of Ajamila in the sixth canto, 3rd chapter of Bhagavatam.

Vaastu Shastra

"“Ananda K. Coomaraswamy in his essay
on ‘Indian Architecture’ observes, ‘The Védic
ritual required neither images nor temples,
but the non-Vedic cults such as those of the
dragon (Naagas), the tree-spirits (Yakshas)
and the goddesses may have had permanent
shrines with images and wooden temples’.
It is only in thelatest phasef Vedic literature
that we find reference to temples and images.
Temple architecture, however, had grown
up long before the Gupta period for the Matsya
Puraana refers to eighteen architects including
Bhrigu, Atri, Vasishta, Vishvakarmaa, Maya,
Naarada and’several others. (ch. 255). It is
traditionally held that Vishvakarmaa is the
architect of the North and Maya of the South.

Works on architecture like Tantrasamuccaya
and Maanasaara and Shaiva and Vaishanava
aagamas deal not only with the construction
of temples, moulding and installation of images,
but in certain texts also modes of worship
of images. Samaraanganasutradhaara of Bhoja
refers to temples of different kinds such as
Meru, Mandara, Kailaasa, Nandana, Sarvato-
bhadra, etc. numbering about twenty. Similar
names with details occur in other Vaastu Shastra
texts like Vishvakarmaprakaasha and even in
Bhavisya-puraana. Down south, saint Tiru-
naavukkarasar refers to types of temples
such as Perunkoyil, Karakakkoyil, Fnaalarkoyil,
Kokutikkoyil, Ilankoyil, Manikkoyil, Aalakkoyil,
and Punkoyil.

The temple is referred to by several names

such as devalaya, devataayatana. Mandira, Praasaada,
Devagrika, etc. The Devagriha or temple of

God is perhaps modelled on the Rajagriha or
roval palace. One can see a number of
Bhumis or storeys in a temple as in a palace.
The Samaraanganasutradhaara speaks — about
one to twelve storeys and gives their measure-
ments. Silparatna speaks about seven storeys

of Duvaaragopuras or towers erected over the
ramparts at the entrance. Kaashyapa Silpa
refers to as many as sixteen ‘talas’ or storeys.

Brihatsamhitaa says that temples may be
built on the outskirts of forests, at the foot of
mountains, banks of rivers and in cities with
gardens (56-8).

What does the temple stand for? The Vaastu
Shastras identify the temples with the universe.
Its substance and shape, says the Vaastu sec-
tion of Agnipuraana, is Praknti. The primordial
Nature, and the central image enshrined
therein is the Parama-purusha, the Supreme
Spirit. The entire temple is an organic whole
consisting of the various limbs of that Purusha.
Agnipuraana (LXI. 23-25) says that the shikara
is the head, the dvaara (door) the mouth,
kalasa the hair, griivaa the throat, shukanaasa
the nose, bhadras the arms, Vedi the shoulders,
pillar the foot, etc. Ishaanasivagurudevaaddhati
states that the praasaada (lit. seat of God)
is made up of the presence of Shiva and Shakti
and of the principles of existence (tattvas)
beginning from the earth right up to Shakti.

Before building a temple, one has to draw
a ground-plan called Vaastu-mandala. It is

in India. If the order or division of the squares
is not adhered to as laid down in the Shilpa
texts, it may spell disaster to the builder.
The central square is called Brahmastthaana
and other deities are located in particular
squares, Indra in the east, Nirriti in the south-
west and so on. It is believed that these gods
press down the Vaastu-purusha, an asura who
is lying flat under the surface of the earth.
In the village or town plan, the temple of
Shiva is to be located in the north-west, of

Vishnu in the west and so on.

The Ishaanasiva Gurudeva Paddhati refers to
three kinds of temples the one made of stone
or brick (sancita), brick or wood (asaancita)
and brick and wood (upasaancita). Ancient
temples made of wood are naturally lost.
Mahendra Pallava was the first monarch in
Tamilnadu to erect stone temples without
bricks, timber, metals or mortar as recorded
in the 7th century Mandagappattu inscription.
Temples dedicated to Shiva, Vishnu, Balaraama,
Muruga and Indra were in existence in the
days of Silappatikaaram.

The North Indian Shilpa texts like Vishva-
karmaprakaasha deal with the temples noted
for their ‘aamalaka’ feature, and texts of the
southern school like Shilparatna deal with the
gopura feature of temples. By and large, bo:h
the schools deal with a large number of common
themes.

Texts like Hayaasirshapaancaraatra, Kaamikaa-
gama, Agnipuraana, Maanasaara etc. deal with
temples of Naagara, Vesara and Dravida
types which stand for the square type, circular
type and octagonal type of the base of the
structure of the main shrine respectively.
Later texts like Kaasyapa Shilpa refer to other
types also like the ellipsoidal and apsidal. These

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Speaking about the curvilinear shikhara
with the aamalaka on it, Stella Kramrisch
says that it pre-supposes a central shaft which
having traversed the entire body of the praasaada,
would emerge above it, support and be rivetted
in its crown, the Aamalaka(7.1.5.0.4.XII p.188).
In shape it is a ring stone. It is also the base
whence the stupi or the finial rises from the
vessel called amritakalasha which is supposed
to have been fishioned by Vishvakarmaa
from the different parts of the immortal gods.
Thnis golden kalasha on the top of the shikhara
represents the immortal region of the gods,
while the nidhikalasha placed under the image in
the sanctum sanctorum represents the ephemeral
earthly life sustained by impermanent riches.
If a man surveys the shrine from the dark
chamber of garbhagriha with the nidhikalasha
under it upwards, it leads him to the amrita-
kalasha at the top beyond which there is nothing
but cosmic space, the first manifestation of
consciousness. This reminds one of the famous
saying of the Upanishad ‘Mrityor maamritam
gamayaa’ (Lead me on from death to immorta-

lity.)

The term ‘vimaana’ (from maa to measure)
means a temple whose parts such as the pillar,
wall, door, dome, finial, etc. are measured,
keeping in view the due proportion as laid down
in the shilpashastras based on engineering as
well as artistic considerations. The scale of
measurement to be adopted in a particular
temple is essentially related to the measure-
ment of the central image in the garbhagriha.
For example, Brihatsamhitaa lays down that the
width of the outer wall should be twice the
width of the garbhagriha.

A temple usually has four gateways facing
the four cardinal directions. The Ishaanashiva
Gurudevapaddhati consistent with its Saiva lean-
ings, calls the doors in the east, south, and

north after the names of kalaatattvas, as Shaanti-
dvaara, Vidyaadvaara, Nivrittidvaara and pratishthaa
doaara. (III, Ch.XII, 17).

Pillars »of various number of Taces in their
shaft are called differently ‘rucaka’ with four,
‘vajra’ with eight, ‘dvigunavajra’ with sixteen,
‘pratinaka’ with thirty-two faces and ‘uritta’
circular. In Maayamata, pillars with 4, 8 and 16
faces are called Brahmakaanta, Vishnukaanta and
Saumyakaanta and the circular one is called
Rudrakaanta.

The garbhagrika with the central image is
the embryo, so to say, of the all-pervading
Supreme Spirit. It is filled with darkness illu-
mined by the flickering lamp. One is reminded
of the Rig-vedic passage, ‘In the beginning
there was darkness’ (CX.129.3).

The entire temple with the garbhagriha,
ardhamandapa, mahaamandapa, snapana mandapa
shaalaas, praakaaras, gopuras, etc. represent the
world wirh all the living beings and inert matter.
The images of gods, semi-divine beings, like
gandharvas and yakshas, men birds and animals,
trees anc creepers, all these represent the
manifestations of the Supreme Spirit, the
Satchidaananda. As one turns his face in different
directions he learns sermons from the siones;
there are puranic legends that unravel the
mysteries of life of the ages past and regions
afar. In short, one is able to visualise in one
sweep the vast panorama drawn on the canvas
of space and time.

As a man circumambulates the five prakaaras
starting from maryasdaa and proceeding along
the baahyahaara, madhyahaara, antahaara and
garbhagrika (the last onc mentally), he is sup-
posed to transcend the annamaya, praanamaya,
manomaya and ovijnaanamaya koshas and merge

in the aanandamayakosha, the essence of his
being. This circumambulatory passage, like
the vertical ascent from the garbhagrika to the
stupt already referred to points to the ultimate
goal of human conduct, viz, attainment of
Supreme Bliss. )
