HINDU RELIGION THE DELIVERANCE OF KING MUCHUKUNDA 29

The king of Magadha (Bihar State) was defeated seventeen times by Lord Krishna and before the
eighteenth encounter, Kalayavana, the king of the Yavanas (Middle East) invaded Mathura (Utta-
ra Pradesh). Lord Krishna asked Viswakarma (the architect and engineer of the Heavens) to
build a city and fortress called Dwaraka (Rajasthan State). Having transferred all the people
of Mathura tot he safe retreat Dwaraka, Lord Krishna came out to fight with Kalayavana. The
Supreme Lord, clad in yellow silks, with the Srivatsa mark, Kausthubha gem, brilliant alliga-
tor earrings and a fresh garland of sylvan and lotus flowers, lured the yavana to a far away
mountain cave. The yavana entered the cave chasing Lord Krishna and found a man lying asleep.
Mistaking the sleeping person to be Lord Krishna, the yavana kicked him. The person who was
sleeping was awakened in this rude way and his very sight burnt the yavana to ashes.

The person who killed Yavana was Muchukunda, the famous son of Mandhata of the Ikshavaku
dynasty. Until Guha (the son of Lord Siva) took over as the commander of th divine army, Mu-
chukunda was protecting all the heavenly beings. Muchukudna was resting in the cave to over-—
come his fatigue and after killing the yavana by his sight, saw Lord Krishna in all His res-
plendant glory. Muchukunda submitted to know who this great person was, His birth, doings
and His wehreabouts.

The glorious Lord replied, "My descents, exploits and appellations number thousands and can-
not be counted even by Me. Even if someone could count the particles of dust on this earth,
still he could never reckon my excellences. My present appearance is in the house of Vasu-
deva of th Yadu race and I am called Krishna. Having killed many demons Kdlanemi (born as
Kamsa), Pralamba and Agha, I devised the death of this yavana by your sight. Having been
prayed by you before, I am here to shower my grace on you and you can ask Me for the boons.
Nobody who sought Me for protection will have any cause to grieve."

King Muchukunda repeatedly prostrated before Lord Krishna and prayed; "O Lord, deluded by
your enchanting potency (Maya), people in male and female bodies remain attached to the home,
family and riches and do not worship You. In spite of scuring the most difficult human birth,
people do not surrender at Your lotus feet. Having set their minds in sense gratification,
people are repeatedly sinking in household life just like the animals falling into grass-—
covered pits. Without realising that this body, adorned with jewels, moving about in chari-
ots and endeared by many, will simply be devoured by jackals and vultures or be eaten up by
worms or turn to ashes; people go on pampering this body. Even the greatest of men, hailed
as monarchs or praised as genious, are led as puppets by women, simply for the flickering
sensual pleasures. In this transmigration of the soul, only when there is fellowship with
Your devotees, devotion to Your lotus feet springs up in our hearts. I do not covet any

boon other than service to Your holy feet - which is the highest blessing worth coveting.

Make me Your servant, my Lord, the Supreme Person, who is pure consciousness free from

Maya, above the three modes of goodness, passion and ignorance and one without a second."

Lord Krishna replied, " 0'Great King, your mind is free from all impurities in that it could
not be lured even though you were tempted with boons of your choice. Know that it was to
show your vigilance that you were tempted with boons. Devoted you are as a king, you killed
many animals through hunting. Get rid of the sinful tendency by recourse to asceticism.
Being reborn as a pious man in your next birth, you will surely attain Me." Thus was how
the king Muchukunda delivered.

"King Muchukunda, in spite of his seeing the Supreme Lord Krishna, was advised to resort to
ascetism to overcome the reactions of his killing the animals and the only in the next birth
he was delivered. AHIMSA (Non-Violence) is the greatest dharma to follow."
