Called
“survivorship” or “second-to-
die” insurance, it's a form of
whole-life policy that pays off
only after both you and your
spouse have died.

The push on survivorship
insurance is the industry’s
somewhat belated response to
the 1981 tax reform measure
that exempts a surviving
spouse from paying any in-
heritance tax. The govern-
ment is content to wait for its
cut until the second spouse
dies, when the full estate
goes to the heirs. Then its tax
bite can be huge. While cred-
its make the first $600,000 ex-
empt, above that the rate
starts at 18% and swiftly in-
creases to 55% for anything
more than $3 million.

Low PREMIUMS. But if a cou-
ple buys a survivorship policy
in the children’s name, the
proceeds are exempt from
both estate and income taxes.
So, a policy geared to the esti-
mated size of your estate tax-
es, suggests Robin Welch, se-
nior vice-president at New
York Life, can provide your
heirs with cash to cover the
taxes after you're both gone.

You may miss certain
things by leaving India, but not Carnatic music, thanks to the vision of
people like Dr. P. Rajagopalan who founded CMANA in New York in 1976.
The Carnatic Music Association of North America is a non-profit

organization run by music lovers, dedicated to promote and propagate
Carnatic music in North America.

Since the founding of CMANA in 1976, the list of musicians who toured
the U.S. and Canada under CMANA's sponsorship is like a 'Who's Who' in
Carnatic music-- Balachandar, Lalgudi, Pattammal, Mandolin Srinivas,
Vasanthakumari, and most recently Bombay Sisters were some of the
visitors from India who gave concerts.

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Answers to this month's 20 questions

"Reptile" in Latin means 'to creep'; "Ophiolotry" is the worshipping of the
snakes, which is seen in most religions and cultures.

Reptiles (snakes, lizards etc) evolved 300 to 350 million years ago and
were dominent for 120 million years, with peak at 150 million vears ago.For
unknown reasons, the Age of Reptiles came to an abrupt end 80 mil years ago
Out of fear, it is difficult to differentiate at first,but poisorous snakes
have the following 3 features :1. Triangular or arrow-shaped head (Vs :oval
or.round head); 2. Slit like pup®l (Vs;round pupil) and 3. a pit or depres-
sion between nostril and eye (Vs : no such 'pits!')

Yes ! Egyptians, Greeks, Aztec Idians and almost every culture had their
exclusive temples for snakes; but as time went by, these temples have peri-
shed, except in Indja, Thailand, Burma etc, where even now annual festivals
or even sacrificial pravers are done!

They are called cold-blocded because their temparature is governed by the
temparature of the habitat. Snakes developed scalec that did not require
moistre,and have ne sweat pores.They can not tolerate extreres of heat/cold

Snakes are fond of swallowing "anything that moves" (within their capacity)

like fyoos, rais, inceckts ete,“althouvpli some prefer oaly dead ieat.
Yes ! Snakes are found in every climate and everywhere, even in Greenland
3 )

except in the poles and in some islands which got separated first in the
evolution of land (earth) from water (seas).

They don't blink because they don't have eyelids. They have a transparent
scale which fits snugly over the eyeball, like a contact lens and protect
the eyess During shedding 6f skin, this ecale also falls off

The tongue is their organ of smell and taste.

Snakes are not equipped with a cenventional sense of hearing (they don't
hear the snake-charmer's music !); so shouting and loud noises do noct dis-
turb them. Their skull bones are acutely sensitive to the slightest vibra-
tions in their vicinity and are their best sensors. In poiscnous snakes,
the 'pits' function as their best sensors for any warm-blooded prey nearby
Both poisoncus and non-poisonous snakes depend on this and smell.

All snakes swallow their food; few bite, none. chew their food, although
almost all snakes have teeth. Because of double joinkd lower jaw. snakes
can swallow objects as much as 4 times thejr normal mouth opening.

Snakes move by four different methods : Serpentine (seriesc of S curves) ;
Concertina (seriec of curves and then straightening); sidewinding (loop
mction) and rectilinear cor caterpillar movement. :

Biggest (heaviest) are the pythons of India and Africa; longest ones are
the Anacondas ©f Amazon basin (grow upto 37'); the southern ring-necked
snake is the shortest (18" at full growth). The smallest are the newbcins!
The flying snakes of Cambodia, Rorneo etc can propel themselves as rmuch as
40 feet, by first extending their ribs and assuming a concave shape (bow)
and- then sprining up into air. Only thing is, it is not sure whére it land:
Most snakes don't hatch their eggs. They are left in a concealed location
like rotten or hallow logs, bark debris eftc. Some snakes like pythons are
found to remain with eggs (not actually hatching) until they hatch; but
elther way, the newborn snakelet -is on its own frem day one of its Iife
eating small ants, white ants etc first.

The shedding of skin or ecdysis occurs almost universally in the higher
land animals. In man, it is almost imperceptable. In snakes, the frequency
of shedding depends on many factors : Age (and growth), temparature and
humidity; and produces translucent replica of the entire snake skin.

In nature, the royal pythom has the peculiar habit of coiling itself into
a ball when frightened or molested - a ball so tightly coiled that it can
be picked up and rolled !

Yes ! Venom is a chemical and is not'dead" when snake dies. One can get
deeply pricked (and poisoned) due to rigor mortis contraction of the mouth
This is true of all poisonous snakes - bocth Indian Cobras and Amer Pitvipe:

Australia; North Carolina first and Arizona second in USA.
