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China visitor: Both

Argus Leader Statt

The only signs of the Tiananmen Square massacre
of four months ago are the young soldiers now
patroling the area, a Rapid City teacher who visited
China says.

Even the soldiers are primarily a token force
because they are so young and inexperienced,
Vijayalakshmi Ramakrishnan said. “Life is going on
as if nothing had happened.” she said.

She and her husband, a professor at South Dakota
School of Mines and Technology, spent three weeks in
China in August at the invitation of the government.

Ramakrishnan, an internationally recognized sci-
ence teacher, is in Sioux Falls today to collect another
award. Augustana College named her the science and
math teacher of the year. She is also working on a
book that uses South Dakota’s natural resources to
provide scientific information.

The couple had been planning to visit China in June,
but the political unrest leading up to thc June 4
massacre put the trip in limbo. The Chinese Red Cross
once estimated that up to 2,600 people died as
protesters clashed with armed troops in the square.

Two months later, the U.S. government said it was
safe to travel there. The Ramakrishnans did, staying
primarily in Beijing and Harban, a Russian-border
city where her husband consulted with scientists.

Ramakrishnan said her observations and talks with
workers and academians have shown her China has
come to grips with the massacre and is moving on.

“The government was ruthless — no doubt about
P T it,” she said. But
Ramakrishnan said
the Western press
didn’t report the

students’ violence,
either.
““The students

were very violent,
_{ taking the soldiers
l and burning them
alive, looting. Both
sides have realized
they were wrong.”

The Chinese she
spoke to are willing
1 to put the massacre

behind because the
government has
done so much for
them. “They’re not
satisfied with what
they have, but they
realized they have
much, much more than they had under the em-
perors,” she said.

Relations between Western and Chinese universities
have resumed. And though the college campuses are
quiet now, Ramakrishnan said the Chinese still have a
desire for greater freedom.

“I don’t think the protest will die forever, but they
realized it will take time and working through the
proper channels — not violence.”

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LETTER FROM THE PRESIDENT

Dear Members/Guests:

I was proud to be a member of TFAS during my recent
trip to India. Many Telugu people know TFAS because
of the short story competition we sponsor in Andhra
Jyothi. They are also aware of the Dr. K.V. Rao-Jyothi
Rao award, the large number of artists hosted by us
during the last six years and our other activities. Dr.
Vamsee Ramaraju, Founder-Secretary of Vamsee Art
Theatres, came to know that I was in Hyderabad and in
a short time arranged a get-together with their members.
Dr. C. Narayana Reddy, Vice Chancellor of Telugu
University praised our Association and gave me a
memento on behalf of Vamsee Art Theatres. He was
followed by talks by Vasireddi Seethadevi, Dyvagna
Sarma and B. V. Pattabhi Ram. They admired that we in
the United States are doing a great job supporting our
culture.

‘I followed these talks with my own story of TFAS and

how we came a long way under the two previous
Presidents and their Trustees with support from many
members and guests. Telugu Jyothi in particular, added
an enviable literary dimension to "TFAS. I also
commented that we have community and youth activities
but we need to do more in those areas. My talk was
followed by many questions and comments from the
audience (about 40 attended). They asked TFAS to
provide help needed to students coming from India.
They also requested us to help inquiring about brides
and bridegrooms who visit India looking for a suitable
match (when they asked me if we can provide a "ratings
of bridegrooms" service, I said I have to consult our
lawyers!) Dr. Vamsee Ramaraju said he would help as
necessary in communicating with TFAS. An interesting
comment made was that continuation of Indian culture in
US would have a better chance if our sons and
daughters find their life partners in India who have good
cultural exposure. We also covered other topics related
to Telugu speaking by our children, the TANA
conference, dot-busters, etc.

During my trip to India, the remaining trustees with help
from Ramakrishna Chalikonda, Kidambi Raghunath and
Prabha Maruvada arranged the Kuchipudi dance
program on June 1. This was arranged at TANA’s
request in shrot notice and, thanks to all those who
attended, it was a success in raising funds for AP
cyclone relief. Each of the efforts such as this appears
too small considering the enormous damage the cyclone
caused and the aid in millions of dollars needed. But it
is encouraging to find that many non-resident Indians
feel the responsibility to help in any way they can. The
cyclone not only resulted in property loss but also
caused enough damage to land and crops that many
became destitutes. They have to build a home and also
find a job, a problem that cannot be solved by money
alone.

Changing the topic, on June 30, 1990, we conducted the
awards ceremony to present the Dr. K. V. Rao-Dr. Jyothi
Rao award to Dr. Bezawada Gopala Reddy. Honorable
Mr. P. Upendra, Union Minister of Information and
Broadcasting, presided over the event. Mr. S.P.
Balasubramaniam, the well-known singer, introduced Dr.
Reddy. Consul General Mr. Rajendra Kumar Rai
presented the award check of $2,000 ($1,500 from Dr.
K\V. Rao-Dr. Jyothi Rao and $500 from Dr. Chalapathi
Rao Somayajula of Colorado Springs, CO, our life-
member). Mr. Upendra presented the TFAS plaque.
Each of the guests gave very interesting speeches that
brought back the Indian Political and Literary events
over many decades. After all, Dr. Reddy, having bomn in
1907, has seen all the decades of the 20th Century and
still has energy and enthusiasm to tell us a lot of
history. Before the awards ceremony, we enjoyed the
flute by Vemuri Dwarakanath, and lite music Geethanjali
group led by Ram Ammanamanchi. The comedy
drama, "CHANCE" as the last event created good
laughter among the audience. The program turned out
too long due to some unavoidable delays (Mr. Murphy
of Murphy’s Laws fame, seems to get us every time, and
we seem to forget to pay attention to him in our plans)!
This program was conducted in cooperation with TLCA
and a large number of people complimented us for this
gesture.

The definition of a mountain/ hill/hillock is based on the height of the
elevated ground. Generally mountain is one which is about 2000 ft above sea
level, plus steep slopes, lofty peaks, rugged terrain; while hill is one
where the height is more than 100 feet with not much of steep slopes, peaks
etc. Hillock is one which is less than 100 feet height and can be levelled.
In geology, the technical name for mountain building is orogenesis.
Structurally, mountains are of several kinds. They include isolated volcanig
mountains constructed from accumilated lava flows, and extruded igneous :
rocks. Another kind of mountains are formed by tilt of the blocks along
such areas of separation._as the rifts and fractures of the earth's crust.
This gives rise to different kinds of soil, rock and gravel and in variable
combination of these - giving rise to many different kinds of mountains.
!lost mountains are formed by faulting, folding or volcanic activity. lMount-
ains formed by vertical faults are called block mountains e.g., Sierra
Nevade Mountains in CA. Folding can cause mountains in two ways: in geosyr-
clinical folding, deep depressions are formed which gradually gets filled
which gets squeezed in course of time by the two sides and thus rises up as.
a mountain. The Alps and the Himalayas are formed by the second method of
folding, where sideways movement of the plates cause the formation of the
mountains. It is easy to imagine how a volcano can produce a mountain.

A.F.Mummery, a brilliant British mountaineer of the late 19th century, who
disappeared on HNanga Parbat (26,660') during one of his Himalayan expediti
ons, was the true forerunner of rock climbing and mountaineering. :
In 1760, a Genovese scientist, Horace Benedict de Saussure, overcome by th
beauty of !t Blanc, poineered mountain climbing for cash awards.

Yes ! There is every chance for a new mountain to form at any time due to
earthern plates which rub against each other or by volcanos.

This is a tricky question. llountain ash is different from volcanic ash.
