TFLOGU JYOTHI AND ITS 20 QUESTTONS-ANSWERS® SERIES

Publication of Telugu Jyothi was started in Jarmuary 1984 along with the
inaguration of the Telugu Fine Arts Society. The very first magazine (1/84)
was half paged, but fram the second issue itself (from 2/84 issue), Telugu
Jyothi attained its full size.

The serial, "Telugu Jyothi’s 20 Questions of the Month" was started with the
third issue (3/84). The first set of questions were of the mixed type -
long and short ones, sametimes a paragraph, etc. Later on, The questions were
framed so that they take only one line.

Fram 3/84 to 12/86, the questions were all of general knowledge, except one
(10/84) on the Olimpics. Upto now most of the "Q & A"'s were compiled by
K.V.Rao; only seven were campiled by others and five sets were accidentally
repeated. Same issues contain a tough "Questiaon of the Month". This 100th
issue has in it "100 Q & A".

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CHANGED IN 100 MONTHS......

When reflecting on the past eight years
from the initiation of "Telugu Jyoti” up to
its 100th issue, I began to consider what has
happened to me since 1984. 1I've gone from
the ages of 10 to 18, from an elementary
school student through junior high and high
school, and well into my first year of
college. Physically, I've grown tall and my
appearance has changed accordingly. More
importantly, however, is how my attitudes have
changed, most notably from the point of view
of a first generation Indian born in America.

If you could turn back the clocks to
1985, you would see a seventh grader going
through the typical "junior high phase."” Here
was a pre-teen absolutely uninterested that
Deepavali was coming up, refusing to wear
Indian outfits because they didn't coincide
with the latest trends. This child considered
herself an American, with little desire to
learn about her background.

The year is now 1992, and this same child
is 18, a college freshman. Last November,
wearing a sari, she stood up in front of 150
college students and wished them "Happy
Deepavali™ (Deepavali  Subhakankshalu) in
Telugu. She also selected the menu to
complete the day's festivities. Next month,
she will serve as chairperson of the Indian

sub-continent committee for her school's
celebration of International Day. During
breaks, she comes home and attends TFAS

functions to help out.

Without threats from parents or pressures
from peers or relatives, my attitudes towards
my dual culture has changed dramatically over
the past few years. It can be explained
through the maturation process or the natural
desire to discover one's "roots."
Nevertheless, I believe I have achieved the
balance between Indian and American culture
that I used to struggle with; a struggle which
seems to have naturally straightened itself
out.

I'd like to congratulate "Telugu Jyoti"
on its 100th issue. 1In the eternal span of
history, this time may seem hardly
inconceivable. When you consider, however,
how much an individual can change during this
period, the time over which these 100 issues
cover is, indeed, greatly significant.

If he/she is unable to travel for any reason, the Raja Lakshmi
Foundation is requested to nominate another person of “equal caliber" in the
same or different field, to came to the USA to receive the K.V.Rao—-Jyothi Rao
Award.

Ans: We have posed this question to some psychiatrists and friends,
and they first agreed that with the general observation that boys are
less concerned with the Indian culture than girls (of courses, we must
recognize the few boys who learnt carnatic music or drums, or acted
in telugu plays for their efforts). It may not make any difference as far
as the material side is concerned, such as studies and career, but
some day in the future they may seriously suffer from an identity
(cultural) problem. The children who are exposed to our culture and
traditions would enjoy more fulfillment in life (and less psychological
problems) as ambassadors of our culture for future generations.
Unfortunately, many parents to do not consider this as a need for
boys (some may also feel that the children without any exposure to
the Indian culture will not have any confusion due to conflicting values
between the two cultures).

Another possible reason indicated to us was the inherent difference
between the Indian men and women. Women typically communicate
more among themselves and share their problems. They are much
more interested in cultural exposure and communicate these concerns
effectively with their daughters. But, fathers, who are role models to
‘the boys, are generally less active on the cultural side. It is true that
, as breadwinners, fathers are too busy worrying about their career

and profession, but they have to think about the children too...........

ANSWERS TO TEIUGU JYOTHI’S 100 QUESTIONS

In 1857, Elisha Graves Otis installed the first passenger lift in New
York City at a five-storey Broadway china store.

In 1825, John Walker, a chemist, found that a mixture of antimony
sulfide and potassium chlorate lit spontaneously when rubbed against
hearthstone. The matches produced were of the ’stike anywhere’ variety
but they were not very reliable. The modern friction match is attributed
to Sir Issac Holden (1829).

Accidentally developed by Dr. Roy Plunkett for Du Pont in 1938, a
substance called polytertaflucroethylene (PTFE), when mixed with water
and sprayed onto a surface renders the surface very slippery. It was
first put to use by a French engineer, Mark Gregoire, in the 1950’s.
They were introduced as ‘cut-throat’ razors in Sheffield in 1680.
Travelling salesman K. C. Gillette patented his safety razor in 1901.
For its bicentenary(1988), Australia issued a plastic ten dollar bill.
Henry Ford introduced this system in 1903 for his auto factory.

In 1858, British civil servant William Herschel in India made the local
Indian builders sign with their palmprints. In his collection he noticed
that all prints were different, and fingerprints remained

the same throughout a person’s lifetime.

In 1971, London police used this technique to catch a burgler

suspected of breaking a window while wearing gloves. A print from

one of his gloves matched that of one at the crime scene.

It was first used by Hugh C McDonald, a detective with the Los Angeles
Identification Bureau, in the 1940’s. Taking same 50,000 photos of
people’s faces, He cut them into 12 main sections - and used them as the
basics of what he called Identikit.

In 1959, the Los Angeles Police, armed with a detailed description of a
robber, created a life-like portrait and circulated it in the area. The
robber was quickly identified and

In 1892, Irspector Alvarez of Argentina matc:hed a bloody fingerprint
found at the crime sight with a suspect’s fingerprint and proved

the suspect’s involvement.

In 1282, at Fabriano Mills in Italy, the first water mark on paper, a
simple cross, was made after an accidental discovery in 1260 when an
imprint made by a thin wire was found on freshly pressed paper.

In 1968, while trying to make a super-glue, researchers developed
asubstanoesolackmgmstlckmgpwerthattheccnpany, 3M, dismissed
it as useless. One of the researhers, Art Fry, used the glue with
bockmarks that could be removed when no longer needed. He later
persuaded 3M to market the idea as "Post-it" so cammonly used today.

The cavalry of the Mongol army, led by Ghengis Khan (13th century),
dried mares’ milk to a powder in the sun to preserve it. In the morning
they put same powder in a water bottle and, by evening, the mixture would
become a thin porridge after being shaken all day by the horses’jogging.
In 1870, J. W. Hyatt invented celluloid, the first plastic, a mixture of
camphor and pyroxylin, to be used as a substitute for ivory billiard
balls. Later in 1909, Leo Baekeland invented Bakelite the first
canpletely synthetic plastic.

Around 650 B.C., crudely cast slugs of electrum, a natural alloy of
silver and gold, were being used as coins in Lydia, what is now eastern
Turkey. Their value depended on their weight.

Essentially a ‘pramise to pay’, paper money was started around 7th
Century China to overcame a coin shortage. Letters of credit were used
in medieval Burope. later a practice grew that receipts were issued by
tradesmen for gold, which were then exchanged for money.

A formal income tax was introduced by British PM William Pitt in

1799. Citizens payed a rate of 10% to help pay for the Napoleonic Wars.
Britain’s Dr. Samiel Johnson (1709-1784) created the first modern
dictionary.

New York designer Yanturni, in the 1920’s, tock up to three years to
make just one pair, and he refused to even start on a pair without a
$1000 deposit. He made plaster casts of the clients’ feet and molded
the shoes around the contours.

Mauveine, the first synthetic dye, was discovered by accident by an
18-year-old English research asssistant, William H Perkin. It was made
fraom coal tar, in 1856, in London.

The Catholic Church advocated the first jury in 1215, making it up of
local people who could be expected to know the defendant. A jury

was convened only to ‘say the truth’ on the basis of its knowledge

of local affairs.

The earliest known legal text was written by Ur-Nammu, a king of the
Mesopotamian city of Ur, circa 2100 BC. It dealt largely with

runaway slaves, campensation for bodily injuries,& penalties for
witchcraft.

In the 1770’s, Swedish chemist John Priestly impregnated water with
carbon dioxide hoping it would be effective against scurvy.

Austria, in 1787, was the first to abolish capital punishment.
Democracy, or ‘rule by the people’, first evolved in the independent
city-states of Ancient Greece (7th century BC).

on June 4, 1807, the world’s first street light with gas lighting was
lit in Pall Mall, London, Englard.

The T’ung Shu, "Book of Myriad Things", was produced in

China (2256BC) .

The almanac, T/ung Shu, has been published yearly for more than 1200
years.

A beheading device is known to have been used in Ireland in 1307 but
was not popularized until a French physician, Joseph Gillotin, suggested
its use during the French Revolution in 1789. Hence, the device was named
the guillotine.

The first modern calculator was made by Blaise Pascal of France,

in 1642. His machine added and subtracted with the help of toothed
wheels that rotated.

The first telescope is attributed to Roger Bacon (1214-92), England.

He used magnifying lenses developed by early Arabian scientists.
Leonardo da Vinci is credited with the first concept of the

helicopter but it was in 1940 that Igor Krikorsky, an American, invented
the modern helicopter.

Around 2,000 years ago, Raman soldiers used to spread olive oil ard
cheese on a Jewish bread called Matzoh, making pizzas of sorts.

The modern pizza comes from Naples, a town in Italy.

The first toothbrush is thought to have appeared in China in 1498 but
the modern version appeared in 1770 made of broom bristles and a
chicken bone. The inventor was a convict named William Addis.

In 1760, the Faber family of Germany found a method of using graphite
to write. Ilater, in 1795, Nicholas Conte of France improved the

Faber design, grinding clay with graphite, pressing it into sticks

and baking them to make the first modern pencils.

On January 27, 1947, Big Ben struck only once at midnight, due to

the intense cold.

The first collection of animals was put together by Shulgi, a king

of Ur, in modern Iraq, around 2400 BC. It was not open to the public.
Today, the world’s largest zoo is in San Diego, California, with a

a collection of over 5100 animals.

In the late 1880’s, Thamas Alva BEdison invented the first phonograph
after observing the principals of the Bell telephane. The first words
successfully recorded were "Mary had a little lamb".

The first toothpaste to be sold in a collapsible metal tube was Dr.
Zierner’s Alexandra Dentrifices, in Britain in 1891.

Sketchy evidence says that four monkeys entered the earth’s stratosphere
via a V-2 rocket launched fram White Sands, New Mexico, in 1951

six years before the dog, Laika, went up in the USSR Spuntnik 2.

In April 1925, Imperial Airways screened a silent movie. In 1961, Trans
World Airways became the first to offer in-flight movies as a

regular feature.

Although credit cards were issued by American gas companies in the
1930’s, the first general purpose credit card was introduced by Diners
Club in May of 1950.

A ‘clasp locker’ was designed by Whitcamb Judson in 1893. It used

a slider to link hooks and rings.

The inventor was Nikola Telsa of Croatia. It was patented in 1884.
Thought to be an European invention, it was popularized by Flemish
mathematician Simon Stevin (1548-1620) to express fractions.

Swiss engineer Georges de Mestral conceived the idea in 1948 after
notlcmgande.xammngthemrrsonmssocksafterawalkmthe
wood. He duplicated the burrs’ hooks using nylon.

In the 1930’s, lLadislao Biro, a Hungarian artist and jounalist
invented the ball-point pen in Budapest.

In 1829, England’s Dr. Nathaniel Ward, a naturalist, was conducting
experiments with insects living in dirt inside a glass jar. He
observed that the contained moisture helped plants shoots grow as
well, and later developed cases to transport plants to anywhere

in the world.

The earliest recorded ascent by a model hot-air balloon, invented by
Father Bartolameu de Gusmao of Brazil, was on Aug. 8, 1709. It was
flown indoors at Casa de India in Portugal.

Five years after the invention of the telephone, Frenchman Clement
Adler devised a primitive form of stereophonic transmission. But, it
was not until 1933 that the first phonograph was patented by Alan
Dower Blumlein of England.

The first known museum was started by Princess Ennigaldi-Nanna

of Mesopotamia circa 556 BC. It displayed antiques from temples.

The first chewing qum, made of chicle, the dried sap of a Mexican
jungle tree, was discovered by Horatio Adams in the early 1870’s.

He idly chewed pieces of it while trying to make rubber ocut of it.

In 1796, Johann Senefelder, a Czech, discovered lithography after
accide.ntally spilling water on lim&stone, which had on it a laundry list
written in wax. The wax portions did not become wet. He realized the
same principal could be used for selectively inking certain areas of
cloth or paper.

The method of floating glass was developed by Alastair Pilkington, a
British glassmaker. Molten glass is floated on molten metal inorder

to produce a very smooth surface.

Electric current, the principal of a battery, was discovered by Luigi
Galvani, of Italy, in the 18th Century. He accidentally touched a
steelscalpeltozimplateardfeltacn'rentpassﬁmx;h.

In 1855, Jean-Baptiste Jolly of Paris established the first dry
cleaning campany after accidentally spilling camphene, a type of fuel,
onto a dress. Instead of being ruined, the dress became cleaned.
Onthedayofherweddj:gtothePbghulmpemrJehargir, bride Noor
Jehan noticed a buttery substance floating atop the rose water streaming
throughout the palace. Following her discovery, this extract , called
attar or otto, is now gathered commercially and made into the precious
essential oil found in modern .

In 1971, John Aristotle Phillips, a 21-year-old seniar at Princton
University, designed an atamic bomb in four months using information
obtained fram entirely unclassified sources. If built, his bomb would
weigh about 125 pounds and cost $2,000.

The ancient Romans had a road system of over 50,000 miles covering
Furope and the Middle East. One could travel to London in six days.
For 1500 years, that travelling time was rarely bettered.

. FrencmnanJosethbnierwantedtomakelargerflcmerpotsthanwere

possible with ordinary clay, so he thought to reinforce the clay with
wire netting covering the clay. In 1849, he extended this idea

to other sorts of construction, including concrete.

Dutch mathematician Christiaan Huygens invented the first

working pendulum clock in 1656.

The first car to fitted with an electric starter was a British

Arnold car in 1896.

Sir Bdmond Hillary and his Sherpa guide, Tenzing Norgay, first climbed
Mount Everest in 1953.

Charles Darwin published his theory of Evolution, The Origin of

Species, in 1859.

After three unsuccessful attempts to hang him, convict John Lee was
autamatically given life imprisorment in Exeter Goal, England in 1885.
’Ihewoodengallwshadwarpedintherainardthetrapdoorfailedto
work whenever Lee was placed upon them.

In the 1850’s, two British railway builders, brothers John and William
Brunton, stumbled onto two buried mounds of earth-baked kbricks. They
simply saw them as ideal roadbed for their track, not knowing that they
were using ruins from the ancient cities of Mohanjo-Daro and Harrapa.
William dug up 163,000 cubic yards of India’s priceless heritage to lay
93 miles of railway. It was not until 1920 that archeologists discovered
the mounds were the remains of the two highly developed civilizations
dating from 2500 BC.

Ramses II, the 12th century Pharach of Bgypt, had a harem and was

a captain in the army by age ten. At the time of his death at age 90,

he had ruled for 66 years, fathered 111 sons and 67 daughters.

Alexander the Great (356-323 BC) is credited with having developed

the first spying technique. He encouraged his officers to write frequent
letters home and then opened their mail to discover and eliminate anyone
whose loyalty was questionable.
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The 1927 film The Jazz Maker was the first full-length feature film
In the 13th century, a nobleman, Thamas de Marle, was condemned to
death by ILouis VI for treason. According to French law, 400 years ago,
a person accused of a crime but not yet caught could be tried even if
he was not present. If convicted and then sentenced to death, the
judgement could be carried out by effigy of the condemned.

The natives of Peru are supposed to have known the cure for malaria
long before Jesuit priests brought the cure to Burope in 1638. The
cure is derived from tree bark indigenous to the Andes Mountains.

A primitive version of the incubator was devised by a Frenchman,
Budin, in 1880. It was a wooded cabinet heated by pots of water.

The Incas in South America carried out blood transfusions 400 or 500
years before the technique was succesfully achieved in Burope. The
Incas’ success was probably due to the fact that most South American
natives were of the same blood group, O Rh positive. Burope understood
the principal of transfusions by 1665, but was unsuccessful due to the
danger of the patient receiving incaompatible blood. In 1900, Austrin
Karl Landsteiner developed the modern system of grouping blood (the ABO
system) making it possible to match donors and patients safely.

In 1887, a Swiss doctor, Eugen Frick devised a means of producing
precision lenses. The Zeiss factory in Jena manufactured the

first contact lenses.

The first stethoscope was invented by a shy young doctor who did not
want put his ear upon the chest of a young waman wham he suspected had
heart disease. Dr. Rene Laennec used a rolled newspaper instead; and
later, in 1816, he made a foot-long wooden tube as a stethoscope.
Ancient India practiced plastic surgery before 1000 AD. Using steel
surgical instruments and alccohol to dull the senses, surgeons removed
skin tissue from clean areas to repair damaged areas.

The vaccine for tuberculosis was developed by two Frenchman, Albert
Calmette and Camille Guerin, in 1906. It was perfected at the

Pasteur Institute, Paris, in 1922. The first curative drug was developed
with the discovery of streptomycin by Selman Waksman of Rutgers
University, New Jersey, in 1944.

Canadian Drs. Frederick Banting and Charles Best isolated a

hormone found in the islets of Langerhans (in the pancreas). They
successfully tested the hormone, named isletin, on a human in 1922. The
new wonder drug was later mass produced as Insulin.

Louise Brown was the first "test tube baby", born on July 25, 1978.
Even though anesthetics made way for more camplex operations, patients
often died of postoperative camplications. Wound did not heal cleanly
resulting in blood poisioning. In 1865, Quaker doctor Joseph Lister
developed an antiseptic spray, made of carbolic acid, to be

used during and after surgery.

In 1898, Bavarian Wilhelm K Roentgen, a physicist, found that a

sheet of paper coated with barium platinocyanide would glow in the
presence of cathode rays. He called the rays ’x-rays’ due to what he
thought was their mysterious nature.

In 1844, a dentist named Horace Wells, of Connecticut, used a gas
called nitrous oxide to perform a tooth extraction.

With the help of a wigmaker, American film director D W Griffith
developed the first false eyelashes, in 1916.
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86. Aspirin, properly known as acetylsalicylic acid, finds its origins back

in1758whenErglisrm\anmwaxdstoneexperinentedwiththebarkofa
willow tree and found that it was effective against high body
temperatures and rheumatic aches and pain.

87. Berlin, Germany, installed the first city telephone network by 1877.

88. The world’s first commnications satellite was launched on April 6,
1965 fram Cape Canaveral, Florida. It was called Early Bird.

89. The world’s first autcomated telephone exchange was patented in 1891
byaKansasCitym'dertakernamedAlmmStrowger. He felt operators

Callers selected a number by pressing a cambination of three buttons.

In 1892, La Porte, Indiana, was the first city to install the new
. American Bell, the largest telephone campany, at the time,
modified the system in 1919, replacing the buttons with a dial.
90. The first public telegraph line was installed in Britain in 1843.
It stretched from Dover, England, to Calais, France.

91. The first dams were built in 3200 BC at Jawa, north of modern Jordan.

92. The first paved roads were processional ways leading to the temples
in early Mesopotamia. Anyone who parked a chariot on these roads
faced death by impaling.

93. The first traffic lights were installed near the House of Commons
in London. These gas-lights had to operated by hand.

94. The first subway ran fram Paddington to City of London in 1863.

It was powered by steam, not electricity.

95. The first iron rails were laid in Leicestershire, England, in 1789.

96. The first underwater passage was built before 2000 BC in Babylon,
in Mesopotamia. A brick-lined, 2950 foot channel was dug in the
Euphrates dry riverbed and then roofed and sealed before the river
returned to its normal course. This technique is still used today.

97. Pneumatic power for tools was first used for the construction of the
Frejus Tunnel (1857-71) in the Alps.

98. The first concrete road was laid in Bellefontaine, tChio, in 1894.
99. One of the world’s first archeologists was King Nobonidus, the last
king of Babylon (556-539 BC). He excavated ruins of temples and

shrines near Babylon.

100. The modern number system was probably invented by the ancient Hindus.
Their system, based on ten, simplified calculations by giving a digit

a value based on its position, including zero.
