ANSWERS TO THIS MONTH'S 20 QUESTIONS K.V.RAO

The leporids, the family of hares, rabbits and pikas were once classified
as rodents. But today they are classified under lagomorphs (''hare shaped)
Both hares and rabbits have eyes set on the sides of their heads to ena-’
ble them to see behind, and both have superb hearing. Hares have longer
legs and ears than rabbits and are much heavier generally.

The female rabbits can produce 5-6 litters a year, each contianing 8-12
young ones. In the wild not this much; but jackrabbits can produce about
4-5 littres a year each containing 4-8 youngs ones, in the wild also.
Highest recorded is 24- that of a domesticated New Zealand white rabbit
The commonest domesticated breed amongst hares and rabbits are the New
Zealand white rabbit (outside USA) and California white rabbit in USA.
The largest/ heaviest breed of domesticated rabbit is that of British
variety-Oryctolagus cuniculus) which can weigh as much as 18-20 1lbs. The
heaviest recorded weight of wild rabbit is 6% lbs ! On an average in the
wild they weigh about 3% 1bs! The average weight of a wild hare is 8lbs
and the heaviest hare shot was 15 lbs. Heaviest domesticated rabbit ever
was one of the British variety - 30 1lbs !

In the wild both hares and rabbits hardly celebrate their 2nd birthday,
while in the domesticated usually live 2-3 years.

Baby rabbits are born naked,blind and unable to move around, while baby
hares come into the world with open eyes, have a coat of fur and hop !
Believe it not, it is true ! .

Pikas belong to the same group as that of rabbits and hares, but they
are smaller than the smallest rabbits, (not more than 8" long), they have
the same type of habits and habitats of rabbits and hares. They are not
as prolific as rabbits; they look more like guinea pigs.

Both rabbits and hares prefer to eat fresh green leaves and roots - they
are vegetarian; rabbits like carrots most; hares any fresh vegetation;
in times scarcity, they start chewing the stems, twigs and finally eat
the bark of trees. In dire necessity, they may eat insects.

While pikas have the habit of stockpiling for winter and move their hay-
stocks around, both rabbits and hares do not stockpile. their food. They
look around for their food -leaves, stems etc and if not found, they die
No ! On the other hand, they develop very thick and more beautiful fur !,
Jackrabbit is a misnomer- Jackrabbit is a hare in reality - they are wel)
known for running,leaping and fast reproduction.

They can run as much as 35 mph when chased and can leap 10-20' at a time
They can change their direction in midair !

When they are young (especially rabbits), they are the favourite food of
every known carnivorous bird and animal. Even when they are fully grown,
they are eaten up on 'time and opportunity' basis by all carnivores.

The soft fur of both rabbits and hares are used for many things, like
hats, coats, belts, shoes etc. The softest ones are dyed and sold as
mink coats to the needy !

Australia and New Zealand were blessed with no rabbits and hares, until
man introduced them into their wild and into their zoos.
