TFAS is ten years old now. It was founded
with one simple goal, which was to "to
preserve and propagate Telugu cultural
heritage amongst future generations."
Here are the ways we are achieving this
goal:

Cultural: We celebrate Ugadi and
Deepavali with music, dance and stage
plays, with the participation of children
and youth, and of course, with good food.
We sponsor limited number of national
tours of artists from India. Each year, we
also celebrate Sangeetha Murthy day in
honor of Thyagaraja, Syama Sastry, and
Muthuswamy Dikshitar.

Literary: We publish Telugu Jyothi
monthly with readers in US, Canada, and
India. Conducted short story competitions
in India starting in 1984, and every year
since, through Andhra Jyothi Weekly.
Started cartoon competitions as well.
Contributions from US, Canadian, and
Indian writers have increased recently.
The magazine also serves as a
communication vehicle among the
Trustees and members. The magazine
became more attractive with computerized
Telugu script.

Community, Youth, and Philanthropic
Services: We include in Telugu Jyothi,
matrimonial column, topics on cultural
gap issues, articles on financial and
insurance advice, facilitation of donations
Jor the needy and worthy causes. Since
April 1993, the middle four pages of

Direction, " are devoted to youth. A few
enthusiastic youth members are managing
this section to address topics and concerns
of interest to them.

Awards and Recognitions: The following
are the awards donated by our Life
Members to recognize outstanding people
in India. We invite and present the Dr.
K.V. Rao - Jyothi Rao award and Sri &
Srimathi Somayajula Chalapathi Rao
award to the person selected by Raja
Lakshmi Foundation, Madras.

In addition, we recognize our members
each year for their service to the
association. In 1993, we started awards to
youth for service to TFAS or community
in general.

Over the years, TFAS honored more than
50 visitors from India including artists,
writers, educators and politicians. We
think this has been a great tradition and
opportunity for us.

Did TFAS succeed? If so, how? My
answer is yes, and here are the reasons:
When I became the President of TFAS in
1990, my life was very busy with several
personal and professional commitments.

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* WHAT HAS TFAS DONE FOR MY GENERATION?

Last summer, the Telugu Fine Arts Society
(TFAS) sponsored a competition to recognize
youth members who have made outstanding
contributions to TFAS and to the Telugu
community. What ensued following the
announcement of the competition and its
reasonable criteria was not surprising; in
fact, it was almost expected based upon the
past history. The competition had an initial
deadline of July 1, 1993. By that date, no
nominations were received. The deadline was
moved up to September, still no nominations.
When the final extension to November had
arrived and passed with no response from the
community, the trustees finally took the task
upon themselves and selected a group of well-
deserving, yet modest high school and college
students.

TFAS was founded ten years ago with a purpose
of bringing together Telugus in the tri-state
area and with a long-term goal to preserve
Telugu culture for my generation - those born
and/or raised in the U.S.. For ten years,
TFAS and its dedicated trustees have taken
great efforts to try to get this very
generation involved in several aspects of
TFAS. A trustee position responsible for
youth activities was created to assume this
role. The Society has encouraged
participation in cultural functions. A small
number of dancers and singers performed. It
has offered essay contests with attractive
prizes. A few ventured to put their thoughts
down on the paper, but hardly enough to call
it a legitimate contest.

In the winter of 1993, a group of six college
students got together and created a ’‘Step in
the Right Direction’. This section of Telugu
Jyothi was devoted to Telugu youths growing up
in America and their interactions with their
family, friends, and community. The unique
format featured articles, snippets of facts,
an advice column, and a monthly "Point to
Ponder" - a non-judgmental observation of
Indians, made by Indians. ‘A Step in the
Right Direction’ tried to get away from the
overdone topics of "dating vs. arranged
marriage" and "the misunderstood rebellious
teenager". Instead, the four pages touched on
more common, but often overlooked issues such
as simple disagreements on clothes or studies
or identity within a college campus.

The intentions of the founders/editors were to
write the first few monthly issues themselves,
and then watch the interest catch on so that

TFAS members would soon send in their own
viewpoints. Perhaps the editors were a bit
too idealistic (it took a while for even Dear
Abby to establish herself!) Or may be the
world was not full of born writers who
enthusiastically stand on their soap boxes and
preach to others. The group decided to give
the Telugu community the benefit of the doubt,
and with the continued support of the TFAS
executive, they put out several more issues
themselves.

Even through their weeks of final exams at
college or the hectic summer months, ‘A Step
in the Right Direction’ appeared. Still, no
response, not even a mention that anyone was
reading the words of a group of students whose
only goal was to shed a 1little light on
problems most people don‘t see - or may be
don‘t want to see. Finally, after a desperate
closing line that read "the members of ‘A Step
in the Right Direction’ regret to inform you
that this will be the last issue unless a
response is heard. Is anybody out there?",
the disgruntled editors ceased publication.

So what has TFAS done for my generation - this
peculiar breed of American and Indian, the
proclaimed future of Telugus in America, the
key to achieving the goal of the founders of
TFAS ten years ago? TFAS has done quite a
bit. What had my generation done for TFAS in
return - their ancestors, their closest link
to the past, their key to maintaining their
distinct culture instead of melting in with
all the other ethnicities in the melting pot?
They have done little, if nothing at all.

With the exception of a few, the majority of
youths just do not seem interested in what is
being placed before their eyes. When some

have participated in functions, many of my
their

peers, instead of watching, spent
evenings roaming the halls because these
family programs are "boring". When TFAS

arranged "no-one-over-25-years-old-allowed"
picnics, attendance was minimal.

I may not be able to read and write Telugu
fluently. I never learned Bharatanatyam, nor
can I sing Carnatic raga. What I can do is
appreciate Telugu literature, dance, and
music. Because of that appreciation, I
honestly believe that my children will respect
more Telugu culture than the children of
anyone who does hold those above talents, but
takes no interest in the talents or efforts of
others.

Whether it was the Medieval English poet Robert Her-
rick, who exhorted people to follow their hearts in mar-
riage when he said (in his famous To the Virgins, To Malce
Much of Time)

That age is best which is the first,
when youth and blood are warmer;
Then, be not coy, but use your time
and while you may, go marry;

for having lost but once your prime,
you may forever tarry.

or the anonymous philosopher who advised us to be more
spiritual about it when he said ‘marriages are made in
heaven’, the problem of finding a suitable partner in life
has been a nagging question faced by humanity since time
immemorial. The cornerstone of a successful marriage,
and possibly its most important ingredient, is compatibil-
ity between the two partners. Starting from trivial things
like the temperature in the bedroom, right upto impor-
tant issues like timely praise for the lady’s new petticoat,
a reasonable amount of compatibility, aided by an ad-
justing temperament, is crucial for marital harmony and
domestic bliss. Unfortunately, such important human
traits do not lend themselves to easy judgement before-
hand, except through long drawn observations; and so-
cial groups through the ages have tried to evolve means
of making a best possible estimate that would serve this
purpose. In western civilizalions, the concept of daling is
a manilestation of such a desire Lo size-up a possible life
partner. In the Indian context, since the traditional values
leave little room for pursuits like dating, and since there
is a higher probabilily that two people born and brought
up with similar social, economic and family backgrounds
would be more compatible, our value system has sought
to enforce a strict ‘caste’ code with regards to marriage
and the choice of partners.

Undoubtedly, a decidedly impersonal criterion like
caste would engender a lot of undesirable consequences
in something as intimate as marriage. The personal de-
mands on the partners apart, it is easy to see that from
a broad scientific perspective, such a system enforces a
form of Mendelian selection in our society. By carefully
controlling the breeding patterns in his experiments, Gre-
gor Mendel proved that some plants could turn out to be
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weak and some strong. Biologists can easily see that the
caste system, through its implied Mendelian selection, is
creating in our midst, unbeknownst to us and enthusias-
tically nurtured by us, a weaker class of people who can-
not possibly survive in a Darwinian ‘survival-of-the-littest’
world. To put it mildly, we the humans are playing God
by enforcing this controlled experiment; and although ge-
ographical and linguistic barriers might eventually imply
such a selection, we are hastening the same through our
steadfast adherence to the caste system.

It seems, however, that our ancestors were aware of
these factors to some small extent. Thus, we have, in
some classes of the society, a set of rules and guidelines
that prohibit marriage between persons who have had a
common lineage until a few generations ago, or those who
have common saints in their ancestry, etc. In this mod-
ern day and age, however, it is highly unlikely that such
guidelines can be implemented with precision. Moreover,
such rules and regulations, albeit set forth with wiscdom
and foresight, are more often than not subject to unscien-
tific and irrational interpretations by people who are wont
to give importance to the peripheral rituals than to the
spirit of such guidelines. One of the most important con-
sequences of such inexplicable obstinacy, and one which
aggravates the evils of Mendelian selection the most, is
the extremely reduced choice a person has in selecting
his or her partner. Even if we were (o limit ourselves to
the people within ones linguistic group. viz.. telugus in
this case, it is not an exaggeration to say that the caste
resrictions enormotsly narrow down a person’s choice (o
maybe a lew tens of eligible partners!

Casle issues apart, lel us say (without much loss ot
generalily) thal a 27 year old man wants o enter into
wedlock with a lady in the 21-26 ape vroup. Since the
sex ralio in India is about 50:50, and since there are
raughly 60 million telugu-speaking people, we see thal
we have about 30 million women (o he considered. Since
the average life expectancy is close to 60 years, and it is
reasonable to assume that the population will have an
uniform distribution in any given five year interval, some
simple arithmetic will leave us with about 2.25 million
womnen to be considered. Note here all these figures are
on the optimistic side, and actual figures are more likely
to be lesser. Since the literacy rate among Indian women
is about 27%, it means only about 0.6 million women
are literate (meaning they are educated upto the seventh
grade). Let us assume that the groom in question is well
educated, and wants to marry a person with atleast a col-
lege degree and a fairly cosmopolitan upbringing. Since
about 23% of Indian women live in towns, and since about
15% of them have a college education, we see that the
number of women we have to consider comes down to
about 15,000. In the Indian context, it is not unlikely
that atleast half of these women would be married before
they are about 21-22, bringing down our eligible num-
ber to 7.500. If we add to this the restriction that the
lady should have a further higher education, like a grad-
uate degree, we see that the number to consider is atmost
about 2500.

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Let us now add caste considerations into this collage.

For the sake of argument, let us assume the groom is of
the brahmin sect and of the velanati subsect; and being
a educated person himself, desires to marry a reason-
ably well educated lady born into the same sub-caste.
Approximating the population figures of brahmins and
of them, the velanati subsect (the figures are 17% and
15% respectively), we are drawn to the conclusion that
the number of women satisfying the restrictions is only
about 85!! Among these, a traditional marriage requires
that people with the same family name, people with mis-
matching horoscopes, etc. be eliminated, leaving us, hold
your breath, with atmost 30 or so eligible women! It is
not difficult to imagine that if such rules and restrictions
were in force for some generations at a strech, the exper-
imental population will very soon be inbreeding, result-
ing in rather ungainly consequences. Thus, the human
side of the system apart, it seems self-defeating for us to
stick to it, purely from a scientific perspective. To com-
plicate matters, the Creator, in His (or Her) omniscient
wisdom. gave us humans a heart, as if to avenge our per-
sistent forays into His unfathomable world. Yet, it would
be hasty to conclude there is an easy alternative; like the
NP-complete problems of computer science, this situa-
tion defies an easy solution. The best path is probably
the one that has been beaten - with some conscientious
changes, of course; or may be a totally new system that
might evolve in due course. Meanwhile, it is by no means
easy to make the right choices - that generally go with
their share of sacrilices — to make ones world a little bet-
ter place to live in. Then again, as Thomas Gray says in
his Elegy Written in a Country Churchyard,

Large was his bounty, and his soul sincere;

Heaven did a recompence as largely send:

He gave to misery all he had, a tear,

He gained from Heaven (twas all he wished) a

friend.

[I hope, in all sincerity. that the biologists armong you will
talee kindly to this_foray of a computer engineer into genet-
ics. More importantly. I hope all the women reacling this
will find it in their hearts to forgive me Jor presenting a
purely male perspective of a problem that effects both the
genders equally.]
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If I may, for one final moment, step on to my
own soap box, I have some words of advice for
my peers: If you are pleased and excited
about what TFAS is doing, let someone know.
Drop a line in Telugu Jyoti or mention to a
TFAS Trustee that you recently enjoyed a
concert or the home-cooked dinner afterwards.
A lot of people are working hard and would
like to know thgt their efforts are being
noticed.

If you are furious about what TFAS is doing,

let the Trustees know. Tell them that you
disagree with the hall arrangements and the
program would have gone much better at a
different location. Those working hard would
also like to know that their efforts are not
being wasted at the wrong places.

Cheer. Applaud. Criticize. State your claim.
Say something, anything - you cannot abandon
what is right in front of you. Indifference
is what will break apart any group of people
wopking together towards a common goal,
whether that group is a sports team, a rock
group, a political party, or a cultural
organization.

To my generation: Now it has all been said.
The future of TFAS awaits your response.

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The practice of inviting and honoring corrupted politicians

We, Indians, have travelled thousands of miles
from our motherland to come and settle in this land of
opportunity for better living conditions and education.
Most of us have become financially secure. According
to Time magazine, Indians as a group rank second in
average income in the United States. Most of us are
highly educated and it is not uncommon to find Indians
in high positions in medical, industrial and academic
institutions. In spite of all the accomplishments, there
stil remains a dark spot: Our attitude towards
corrupted politicians from the motherland has not
changed much; we continue to invite and honor them

here.

When a politician is invited by an Indian
Organization to attend a convention here, it is usually
because the person is a Chief minister or some other
minister in state or Central governments and not
because of the good deeds of the person. You know
what type of people we have in such positions in India.
Politics is a business for most of them. They are
dedicated to becoming rich and retaining their
positions. Serving the people is rarely their concern.
They instigate agitations and bandhs to advance their
self-interests and use people as pawns in their political
games. As a result, innocent people die; buses, trains
and public buildings are burnt; public and private
property is looted; women are raped and the nation
bleeds and pays a heavy price.

The politicians are constantly engaged in illicit
athering of wealth. For example, they accept bribes
rom contractors and in return give them contracts. The
contractors bribe officials on a percentage basis,
exploit workers, and misappropriate most of the
money. This is a vicious cycle. The end results we see
are the falling buildings, collapsing bridges, damaging
roads, cracking dams and wasted resources. But the
politicians who come to power become rich in a very
short period of time. Sometimes, one corrupted quick-
rich politician is replaced by another equally corrupt
one. The average person has no place in this game.
The lives of the people in the villages have stagnated.
Many of them live well below the poverty line with a
growing sense of despair, cynicism, frustration and
helplessness. In spite of recents reports that the
current central adminstration is making strong efforts
to improve the economic situation, the average Indian
in the village does not have much to look forward to.

While the changes brought about by Rao's
Government are very welcome, what we desperately
need is a change in the morale of the politicians and
politics itself. We need politicians who don't abuse
power for selfish ends, who feel duty consciousness to
work for the upliftment of the lives of the average
citizens and who have dedication for society.
Unfortunately what is happening is not what is
desirable. Social activists and frustrated youth rising in
protest and demanding social, economic and political
justice are being killed brutally. Some of them are
being labelled as murderers. This is the state of affairs
in India today and most of it is the handiwork of corrupt
politicians.

Most of
us in the U.S.A are highly educated. Remember what
Swami Vivekananda said "Education is not the
assimilation of facts, but the liberation of mind.".
Let us liberate ourselves from corrupt politicians.
