The Love Bug

Subbarao is a good friend of mine. (You should note
here that the name Subbarao is a generic telugu name,
and I am using it simply to protect the identity of my
friend). I must also emphasize that we are not just friends;
we are the kind of friends who remained that way despite
the best of my efforts to get rid of him. It seems a gen-
tleman once approached Bernard Shaw, and offering his
condolences on the death of one of Shaw’s friends, said,
“it must be tough losing a friend like that,” to which Shaw
replied, in his characteristic satirical tone, “Oh trust me,
it is almost impossible!” That is how strong our friend-
ship is. Right from the time I entered school as a first
grader, Subbarao and I have been class mates until re-
cently, when we chose to go to different Universities here
in the US. Albeit grudgingly, I must admit that Subbarao
is quite a smart chap; he was a diligent, and therefore
a ranking, student all through his school and University
days. To top this, he was a very active and suave per-
son, and was involved in everything ranging from school
politics to classical music, and religious debates to rotary
club.

But there was another side to Subbarao that was the
root of some of my troubles with him. Subbarao was, and
is, an incorrigible romantic at heart- a seemingly innocu-
ous trait, until it manifested itself in rather embarass-
ing and funny ways. Anything from a full moon to the
sensuous strut of a woman was enough to put him in
that mood. And whenever this mood hit him, he would
lapse into a barrage of home-grown poetry. Now, there are
two distinct schools of thought about his poetic abilities.
Subbarao thinks he is quite good, everybody else thinks
he is unspeakable. Added to this was his penchant for
rhyme. He would compose lyrics on everything, but what
was most outrageous about his romantic swings of mood
was that he would “fall in love” with any reasonably pleas-
ing member of the opposite sex. He could do so at the
drop of a hat, and since he was well-read, was able to
justify himself by quoting from poems like Thomas Cam-
pion’s There is a Garden in Her Face or Robert Herrick's
Delight in Disorder. It used to be beyond my comprehen-
sion how he could observe a woman, idenlify and analyze
very quickly what exactly he liked in her, and then, as
if singing the American National Anthem, would put his
hand on his heart and roll out a couple of lyrics on that
aspect of the woman’s personality (or atleast compare her
to an appropriate Claide Monet or August Renoir paint-
ing). Everything from a woman'’s teeth, which “when her
lovely laughter shows, look like roschuds [illed with snow”

(Campion) to a casual “shawl about the shoulders thrown,

into a fine distraction” (Herrick) was worth a lyric to two
from him.

I wouldn’t have made an issue out of it if it were a one-
time display of youthful indiscretion, or even of adolescent
prurience. But Subbarao was a quick study. I think it
was in our third grade that he first came to me and said
he was in love with Lalita, a classmate of ours. I remem-
ber vaguely nodding my head, since I had no notion of
love or anything similar at that time. Of course, a couple
of months later, he came back to me, with a very loaded

set of sentences that essentially implied that he was out
of the mood swing, and was accusing God for giving man
a heart with which he could love and like. With that start,
Subbarao’s love story unfolded: every year in school, he
would deeply fall in love with yet another of our classmates
- it was Rajeswari in the fourth grade, Kamala in the fifth,
Padma in the sixth, Sujata in the seventh, Sridevi in the
eigth, Lakshmi in the ninth, Rani in the tenth, and Radha,
Savitri and Sridevi through his junior and senior years. He
would compose a lyric or two in praise of a distinct feature
of each of these young women as long as he was in love
with them, although I doubt if any of these women ever
realized they had a secret admirer in Subbarao. Some
of his verses were certainly romantic (like his “A Summer
Solstice”). Very soon, I came to the conclusion that Sub-
barao is a kind of mono maniacal person - he could not,
and would not, think of anything but one important issue
ata time. Being the philosophical sort of guy, Subbarao, I
think, never really took any of this very seriously, notwith-
standing his veneer of involvement. Nevertheless, since he
was the kind of person who knew-exactly what he wanted
in life, and had definitive opinions on every tiny facet of
it, he was able to recover quickly from each of these in-
fatuations, and filter out things that would not fit in his
general scheme of life - a process that would invariably
lead to another round of poetry (like his “Solstice of Sor-
row”, that he wrote as a sequel to the above mentioned “A
Summer Solstice”).

At this time, Subbarao is in a high-paying job. having
done some excellent work for his Ph.D. During his days
in graduate school on the west coast. he used to tell me
about yet another person he fell in love with. One time. it
was a German woman, and since he knew some German,

even made me listen (o one of his German limericks. An
important twist to the slory is that recently, Subbarao got
married. I have no doubt Subbarao will make an exems-
plary husband, a loving and caring one: I have myv doubts,

however, if marriage would cure his preoccupation with
love. He is the kind of person who could walk through
his door one evening, and say, “Honey, I am home....oh,
by the way, I fell in love with this mexican janitor when
she was vacuuming our hallways at work...” As if to prove
me right, I have heard from reliable sources around his
place that once in'a while, Subbarao would run for his car
and speed away, while a barrage of kitchen utensils come
flying behind him from inside his house.....

I have just returned from a visit to Andhra Pradesh. My visit

was partly to promote Indo-U.S.

cooperation in science and

technology. But I performed many other tasks while I was there.
I gave several lectures on Indo-U.S. relations, cooperation

in science and technology,

and also on research progress in

my own field - genetic engineering and gene therapy. I also
attended a meeting of the planning committee of the proposed
National Science University as an observer at their request.
I was also there to start an Institute for Technology Transfer

in Hyderabad.

One of the
ofthe U.S.

State Department,

delicate missions, which I undertook at the request

was to mediate in drafting a

Science and Technology Pact between the Governments of the U.S.A.
and India. The U.S. Ambassador Frank G. Wisner said he was both
personally and officially grateful for my services.

I have only visited Hyderabad and Vijayawada. Although the
economy is vibrant and people appear to be well fed and quite
healthy, I have also noted certain obvious problems such as

a high degree of environmental pollution,
and poor public sanitation.

traffic congestion
But I believe that the State of

Andhra Pradesh is making rapid progress in industrialization

and energy production. Over the last five years, I have noticed
a significant improvement in the economy and foreign investment,
mainly because of the liberalization of the Indian economy by

the Prime Minister Mr. P.V. Narasimha Rao. I have met
Prime Minister and the Chief Minister Mr. K. Vijayabhaskara
Reddy in Hyderabad.

I have visited a high school,

both the

an exceptional school (I was

told) which was managed by the Bharatiya Vigya Bhawan, outside
Hyderabad. I have visited the science exhibition in the school

and talked with several students.

I have found them all to be

very well informed, bright and studious. In intellectual

standards and scientific knowledge,

they are probably far

superior to the American students of comparable age and grades,
but they lack facilities and adequate funds for purchasing
scientific equipment. My late mentor Prof. J.B.S. Haldane once
wrote that the Telugu language is the most suited of all Indian
languages for teaching science.

OQur dilemma as Indo-Americans and Telugu-speaking people is
to maintain our culture and traditions (by teaching these to
our children) on the one hand but also to integrate into the

main stream as much as possible.

This can be best achieved by

total political and social participation in the main stream
of the American society while retaining our cultural identity.
