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KUCHIPUDI DANCE: ITS DISTINCTIVE FEATURES
- Sadhana Paranji

Kuchipudi dance is Andhra Pradesh's outstanding contribution towards enrichment
of Indian culture. It is one of the classical dance traditions, which had rapid
changes in the general outlook. Yester-years witnessed Kuchipudi dance as drama
tradition, more dominated by male members, moving from place to place and by
performing on improvised platforms with limited resources. But along with the
changing times, besides dance drama, solo system also emerged with females
dominating the scene at present with the refined outlook.

Kuchipudi is a dance style which has all the salient features of classical dance
system. It strictly follows Bharata's Natya Sastra and Nandikeshwara's Abhinaya
Darpana, the authoritative and ancient treatises on dance drama tradition is
strictly based on the principles of Natya Sastra and has a great historical
background and cultural heritage dating back to centuries.

In every classical dance style, Nritta, Nritya and Natya are common components.
With regard to Kuchipudi dance, though it has originally followed Natya
technique, it has a sound adavu system with intricate footwork putting into
practically the varieties of Pada Karma mentioned in the Natya Shastra,
complicated jati patterns

--- set to different gaits and Thirmanams. The Adavu system was evolved and set
by great gurus at that time to suit the female characters in dance dramas like
Bhama, Shashirekha etc. which are full of grace and vigor. This is a. noteworthy
point as to why Kuchipudi dance is full of such graceful movements. The later
period led to evolve a solo system making room for female artistes that developed
in Lasya aspects of dance. This is a turning point in the history of Kuchipudi
dance.

If one seeks to achieve perfection in any classical dance form, many years of
discipline and hard work is needed to train the body and mind. this needs true
devotion, dedication and will power. This rule applies to Kuchipudi dance also.

Kuchipudi dance was originally a dance drama form dating back to the 15th
century, when the Devadasi tradition was dying, Kuchipudi dance emerged as
Bhagavata Mela Nataka in the Natya technique. Unfortunately, Kuchipudi dance
style which had a glorious past, lost their identity due to some socio-political
reasons, but were revived by eminent scholars and art lovers and got recognition
just thirty years back. Its birth place was Kuchipudi village in Krishna
District of Andhra Pradesh. Siddhendra Yogi, author of the Parijathapaharana a
dance drama written in simple Telugu language encouraged the male members of the
Brahmin families in Kuchipudi village to perform this dance form with devotional
fervor. Though they were reluctant in the beginning to learn this art form which
was confined only to ladies, and that too Devadasis who were degraded with the
changing times, but later got convinced by Siddhendra Yogi who promised eternal
bliss through this sacred art form. Even now we find in Kuchipudi so many
traditional families who practice and preach this art with devotion and
dedication. A special mention has to be made to great scholars and veterans in
this field who have strived and worked to bring this dance style to the major
forefront where it is today! To name a few: Vedantam Lakshminarayana Sastry,
Sri Vedantam Paravateesam and Sri Vedantam Prahlada Sharma who have made a
remarkable contribution to the field of Kuchipudi dance. 1In order to continue
the efforts of such great noble laureates, a humble attempt has been made through
this article to give an introduction to this sacred art form of Kuchipudi to seek
help to promote this beautiful art form from India even in the U.S.A. For the
same reason, the efforts of the Telugu Associations to hod the Kuchipudi
competition have to be lauded and given full support and cooperation in all
respect from all art aficionados like YOU!!
