Telugu Jyothi often carried articles that reflect cultural
and social issues usually in English to communicate
better with our next generation. Obviously this is
another dimension of Telugu Jyothi, the primary
dimension being the contributions to Telugu literary
side. We provide a forum to discuss the community
issues as a part of the broader goals of TFAS. We
need to raise and discuss cultural issues that result
from living thousands of miles away from our native
places. You should express your views too particularly
if you disagree and have a different perspective
(perhaps a better perspective). Many topics come to
my mind. Some of them evolved during my
conversation with my wife with Sunday morning
coffee. Often our discussion is intense enough to keep
the coffee very hot. I want to take the lead and discuss
some topics under this column and hope some of you
would send your own thoughts in the future.

I want to respond to a recent letter well-publicized on
the INTERNET with a title "Grass is greener on the
other side" from two Indian-American youth (C&H)
who were very critical of the first generation Indian
parents. They feel that some youth suicides resulted
recently were because of family conflicts. Obviously
this is serious stuff. The letter is very long, so I do not
intend to reprint it. I would respond to some parts of
the letter, agreeing with C&H in some cases and
justifying the parents in other cases.

First I was happy that C&H point out that their
observations may not be universal. But we should not
start feeling good saying that the conflicts they point
out are only in a minority of cases. We can't be certain.
Hope some professional child/youth psychologist
would tell us statistically how wide-spread the
problems are. In my opinion even a small percentage
is too many and should be avoided.

C&H describe the problems they faced in schools
where they were ashamed to tell others what they eat
and whom they pray. This is true some years ago, but
now the country woke up and many organizations are
trying to recognize the importance of diversity and
educate school children and employees. Let us hope

this helps. This is not as bad as what people faced in
other countries including in India (cast and regional
differences). C&H complain that they got idli/sambar
instead of cake and chips at birthday parties. I thought
we get both at these occasions (they routinely serve
cake in India now at parties).

C&H complain that their parents forced them to
memorize facts and figures and recite in front of their
friends to show off. Yes, this has been an old tradition
which I did not like when I was a kid 40+ years ago.
But remember the motive was to make you the best
and bring the parents pride. Hope only a minority of
parents treated children as "little submissive toy
robots" in the words of C&H. Yes, I agree with C&H
with their complaint of parents who always compared
their children with some great kid who got 4.0 GPA
and was in top of everything including Indian music
and dance.

C&H then got into some serious moral issues. In the
discussion of dating, they state ...."Indian morals of
staying with one person only for your entire life...". I
thought this "moral" is the best for the children
compared to other alternatives. Some couples have
lived with difficult marriages primarily for the sake of
their young children and this is true in most cultures.
Tam surprised to hear C&H say that this "moral" is an
exclusive bad habit of Indians.

"Women were treated inferior," elaborated by C&H
with examples. No doubt this should change not only
among Indians, but in the rest of the world as well.
C&H comment on the obsession of Indians regarding
complexion. They say they were told to hate darker
people. I think "hate" is too strong, and the parents
probably meant that they prefer lighter color (I am not
agreeing, only explaining as I have two daughters who
are not very light).

C&H criticize the "confusion" caused from having
Ganesh statue and Christmas tree at home, and having
July 4th picnic. I think this is great. Why should there
be confusion in enjoying both cultures as the world
becomes one global culture.



C&H tumn to another serious issue. They say that they
craved for alcohol and drugs which were "denied."
They made mistakes so that they can learn from them.
Again I am surprised that parents are criticized for
suggesting alcohol and drugs are unwanted. I wonder
in which culture parents encourage youth to try them!
Making mistakes to learn from them is OK in new
ventures that benefit the society, but one does not
need to try poison to learn it is harmful!

C&H give good advice to parents to give children love
and praise and pay attention to their mental health and
self-esteem. They suggest not to pressure children to
get all A's (obviously a message to parents who are
very ambitious). They ask parents to let children to
make mistakes and learn from them (hopefully parents
help to prevent large, fatal mistakes, but let children
make small mistakes to learn from).

C&H commented on the career choices next. They
rightly complain that Indian parents want their

children to be only doctors, lawyers, or engineers.
Obviously the idea of success is only measured in a $
sense among these parents. I believe that we parents
will change as we see famous artists, poets, writers,
actors, businessmen, teachers, etc. among the next
generation of Indians.

Lastly, C&H criticize the prejudices of Indians
towards certain races and communities. I agree with
them that this is not acceptable as this is exactly what
we are complaining too when it comes to others
treating us. But prejudice is not an Indian speciality. It
is a universal problem that I hope would go away with
better recognition of "pride in diversity" concept in
US and the rest of the world.

In conclusion, I want to complement C&H for a bold
letter. I hope my response would be of interest to
Indian parents particularly with younger children.
