Chicago Regional Competition

The Fifth Regional Spelling/Vocabulary Bee contests held by North
South Foundation were successfully kicked off Saturday, April 19, at the
Lucent Technologies Auditorium in Warrenville, lllinois. Over thirty
participants and their family members from all over the Chicagoland
area attended the contests.

The top three winners of this Regional Spelling Bee contest are Rahan
Riaz, Shreyas Bhat, and Chandan Khandai, respectively. The Spelling
Bee participants were put through 11 rounds of competition and
additional finals rounds to determine the winners. The Vocabulary
Contest winners are Harsh Sandesara, Kamran Riaz, and Alger
Saldanha. The Vocabulary contest underwent similar rounds for
elimination with 10 additional rounds in the final phase to determine
ranking for top three winners. The first, second, and third place winners
in both Vocabulary and Spelling Bee contests received trophies and
certificates, but more importantly, they received a chance to participate
in the National Spelling/Vocabulary Bee held by the North South
Foundation. This year's National contest will be held on August 9, 1997
in Houston. The winners at the national level will eam scholarships
ranging from $600 to $2,000. The Foundation awarded close to
$30,000 in scholarship money over the last four years.

The Spelling Bee contest held for age group 8-11 years and the
Vocabulary contest held for age group 12-15 were successfully
conducted by an experienced panel members: Sumeet Maniar, Chief
Judge; Bhavani Rao, Associate Judge; Radhika Chimmata, Word
Pronouncer; and Harsh Sandesara, Dictionary Look-up Aid. Sumeet
Maniar, an employee of Andersen Consulting and Radhika Chimata, an
accomplished singer, are both previous panel members. Bhavani Rao,
an MBA recipient from Columbia and Harsh Sandesera, a Scripps-
Howard Bee contestant and previous NSF Spelling/Vocabulary Bee
winner completed the panel that successfully managed the Spelling Bee
contest. Vasavasri Dronamraju, an employee of Motorola and Master of
Ceremony for the contests, aided in the Vocabulary contest.

The North South Foundation President, Dr. Ratnam Chitturi, stated that
he hopes to see at least as many or more participants at this year's
contests. Last year over 600 students participated in both regional and
national contests. The contest registration fee of $12 per participant
helps defray expenses, while the scholarships are funded by individual
donations.

The Foundation also gives scholarships to students in India who excel

in education, but do not have the means to go to college. It gave 170
such scholarships last vyear. For further information about the

He quickly decided the
solution, searched and found the man, and asked the
wife to join him. It was a dramatic ending to see how
the extremely orthodox families reconciled to this
unusual event and explained the decision to the village.

My most favorite movie is Sruthi Layalu in which
three adopted sons leave for the city, become rich,
and forget the parents. The young grandson with his
gifted talents in music and dance, changes them and
brings them back to their senses. This movie warns us
how we, after coming to the United States and
becoming affluent and busy, could forget our
responsibilities towards our families in India.

In Swathi Kiranam, a famous Carnatic vocal
musician cannot accept the popularity gained by a
young musician who is gifted. He never approves the
great compositions the boy sings, but secretly uses
them to make himself popular. The boy commits

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Miracles of Mother Teresa 30

Street Children

A little girl was picked up from the streets of Calcutta and was brought into the Gandhi Center. She was
bleeding from the head due to a bad fall. Her mother was barely able to care for her, so the Sisters took
her. She was a very small child; though well over three years of age, she looked more like two. You
could tell from the looks of her thin face and weary limbs that she was seriously malnourished. When she
arrived, she didn't move around at all, and never uttered a single word or sound. Sadness could be seen
from her pain-filled eyes and her expressionless face. It was a week later that I saw her first smile. I
picked her up and took her across the room to show her a toy. Her face lit up with such a glow of
excitement that it remained a lingering image in my mind. Gradually she began to run around and become
more active. She was getting love and attention, in addition to regular meals and a comfortable place to
sleep. She became much more receptive and open. Her mother came in one day and was so happy and
surprised to see her. She told the Sister there that she hadn't expected to see her alive. But she was
definitely alive, and in more ways than one.

Run by the Missionary of Charities, the Gandhi Center is a school and home for some 40 to 50 street
children. Typically they come from a home that is no more than a section or comner of a sidewalk, get
barely enough food to eat, and often work to keep their families going. Mother Teresa set up the Gandhi
Center so that these children can receive education fitted to their circumstances. Because they must
work, the time they have for any schooling is very limited. Each afternoon, the children come to the
center and are provided with a square meal before class begins.

I volunteered to teach a class at the Gandhi Center during my one-month stay in July. There were other
volunteers, all from different countries around the world. We taught the children both English and
arithmetic. There were six girls in my class, and their ages ranged from six to nine. For one hour, I would
have them work on reading, writing, and spelling, bringing out teaching aids, word games, and dittos to
make it a bit more fun. The next hour was set aside for math. One or two of the girls could multiply, but
the rest were still learning addition and subtraction. I spent a little time working with each of them so that I
could help them in their individual areas of weakness.

The Ill and the Orphans

For the first half of my stay, I worked mornings at Shishu Bhavan, one of the many children's homes in the
city. It was divided into three wards -- one for the mentally ill and retarded children, one for the children
suffering from tuberculosis, and one for the healthy orphans. The children in the wards, roughly 250 in
number, ranged from months-old babies to eight or nine year-olds. I worked in different wards, looking
after the needs of the children, such as feeding them and changing them. I would try to stimulate and give
attention to the little ones, and play games with and teach songs to the older children. Once a week, we
would clean the ward by washing the cribs and the floors and dusting the room. In the TB ward,
especially, the children were either very sick and in great pain or very sedated and unresponsive. The best
that we could do was to comfort them and share our love with them. Sometimes it felt as though that
wasn't enough and that I should be doing more. I slowly realized, though, that the very things we were
giving them, our loving care and attention, were the most important things to them. While the TB ward
was very calm and quiet, the orphanage was simply bustling with playful energy. I will never forget the
first time I stepped into the ward. The hall was swarming with children, and the moment I entered, a huge
group came running, tugging me in every direction. All were smiling excitedly and begging to be held and
entertained. 1 was quite moved knowing that just a little attention could make them so happy.

The Destitute and The Dying

For the second half of my stay, my momings were spent at the homes for the destitute and dying, Prem
Dan and Nirmal Hriday, located in different parts of the city. More than 300 people, primarily elderly men



and women, stay in these homes. They tend to be severely handicapped, mentally ill, terminally ill, or
some combination. Mother established the homes for the dying and destitute with the hope of giving the
poorest of the poor a calm and peaceful haven during their last days of life. My day-to-day work involved
seeing to the needs of the elderly patients, whether it be easing any pain or keeping their spirits up. Prem
Dan and Nirmal Hriday had separate wards for the men and the women, and men and women volunteers
could only work in the respective wards. We women volunteers would bathe the women and wash the
ward and beds. We washed the clothes and linen from the previous day and put them out on the sun-
drenched terrace to dry.

When the morning's cleaning was done, we would spend time with the women, lending an ear if they felt
like talking. Not knowing Bengali made it hard for me to communicate with them, but T was able to get
by using symbols and my hands. On my first day in Prem Dan, one Sister had asked me if I could speak
any Indian languages. When I told her I was Telugu-speaking, her face instantly lit up. She and the other
Sisters were having a difficult time determining the condition of one Telugu woman who was in the ward
because they couldn't communicate with her. Could I talk with her? So while working in Prem Dan,
every day I spent some time with her. She talked to me about how lonely it was not being able to talk
with anyone, and how difficult it was to let anyone know when she was in pain. Having someone to talk
to was just what she needed. Often it was all the women needed. Entertaining them really helped keep
their moods positive and their minds off their suffering. A group of Spanish volunteers once danced the
tango for the women. Their normally somber faces revealed a more spirited side as they laughed and tried
the hand motions along with them. We spent the last hour each day serving the women lunch. Those
who could walk, we helped into the mess hall. For those who could not walk or were too weak to get out

of bed, we brought food to their bedside, and we helped them eat when they had difficulty on their own.
Mother Teresa

The best part of my trip was meeting Mother Teresa herself. Though she seems so frail with her small,
bent figure, she is iron-willed and has a heart that never stops loving, Though she gets countless visitors
each day, she tries to do a little something for everyone, such as give a warm, sincere smile and a loving
touch, along with her blessings. Before leaving her visitors, she hands out small "business cards," as she
calls them, with the following poem:

The fruit of SILENCE is Prayer
The fruit of PRAYER is Faith
The fruit of FAITH is Love
The fruit of LOVE is Service
The firuit of SERVICE is Peace

Personal Growth

Working in the two types of homes, the children's home and the home for the dying and the destitute, was
very different. Shishu Bhavan was more relaxing with less work. At Prem Dan and Nirmal Hriday, I was
able to see more and experience more. There the work was harder, and all manual, but it was those
aspects that challenged and enlightened me. 1 learned humility. I also learned that tasks about which I
once had inhibitions I now could do with ease. Above all, when I think back on the whole experience, I
see the smile on the little girl's face in the Gandhi Center, and I realize the power of Mother Teresa's heart
and the inspiration that it kindles.
