MEDICAL STUDENT COMMENCEMENT
SPEECH
Vasudha L. Bhavaraju, Class of 1999

Thank you Dr. Evarts. Good afternoon honored guests,
faculty, family, friends, and the Class of 1999.

French philosopher Emile Durkheim described a
quality of human nature known as dualism. He saw humans as a
combination of two opposing sides, one that is concrete and
rational, and the other that is emotional and sensory; we all live
our lives in a struggle to resolve this duality. Upon entering
medical school, I soon discovered that the field of medicine
essentially embodies the concept of dualism, with its paradox of
raw scientific fact and pure instinct. I noticed that while
symptoms and lab results fell into systematic categories, there
was rarely a neat algorithm we were taught to treat an elderly
man who needed someone to talk to, a woman who lived in fear
of her husband, or a teenage boy in distress over his changing
voice.

Our individual attempts to resolve this dualism
commenced at first year orientation, which brought together this
eclectic group of individuals you see before you, from Hershey
to Hawaii, from Ghana to Germany. We worked in law and
religion and taught ballroom dancing and kayaking in our past
lives. We came alone or with families and for a dozen different
reasons, were ready and eager to absorb all that was enclosed in
biochemical cycles and human physiology. And of course, there
was Gross Anatomy, where I could not fathom how every single
body part, even empty spaces, had names. But for a moment
back then, I wondered what it would be like to someday have
one of those spaces named after me: "the canal of Bhavaraju."
This course, however, also served as our first confrontation with
Durkheim's dualism, as it enabled us to connect a physical being
with his or her real life existence; as we realized that the greatest
gift a person can give is a donation of themselves to further the
knowledge of students who will ultimately treat humankind.

I referred to myself in my second year as the ultimate
scientist, and a time when the study of medicine had completely
taken over my way of thinking. In a quiet room I became
hyperaware of my own heart beating and my pattern of
respiration. I became a compulsive hand-washer and I
affectionately diagnosed my family members with personality
disorders. I also saw this year as the end of my innocence that
had once existed as a result of my medical ignorance. I told my
mother that nowhere in the medical literature is it cited that you
can catch pneumonia from going outside without a coat, and I
informed the little neighbor boy that if he crossed his eyes, it
was neurologically impossible for his face to freeze that way.

In the whirlwind of technical prose in the classroom, a
new approach was emerging as a way for us to educate
ourselves. We found one way to tackle the dualism in medicine
involved taking the time to notice people of all kinds and
recognizing their personal struggles, cultural and religious
beliefs, and everything else intangible that affects their physical
state. Our classmates founded and worked in organizations such
as Medicine Without Borders, Students for Choice, and various
interest groups where we planned trips to soup kitchens and
programs that built houses for the homeless. We taught local
school kids about drugs and safety and focused on women's

health concerns. Within this entire framework, we learned that
once knowledge of the "inner" person was in place, the scientific
knowledge would methodically ease its way in.

Third and fourth years, the clinical years, was when I
donned my (short) white coat, loaded up my pockets with books
and tools, and just like Dr. Quinn Medicine Woman and George
Clooney, I too was going to save the world. I discovered quickly
enough, however, that as a medical student, I could do little
right. I cut my sutures too long or too short, spent hours writing
up an admission note on a patient who was discharged before I
was done, and was once actually accused of wheeling a bed
down the hallway incorrectly. I learned to use new words like
"scut" and to rattle off new phrases like “Patient’s head is
normocephalic and atraumatic.” Which, incidentally, is the
technical term for “Patient’s head is round without any dents.” I
also mastered the efficiency of time when my alarm would go
off at 4:15 AM and I could be out the door at 4:22 and in the
hospital at 4:30. Unfortunately, if one thing went wrong along
the way, such as my shoe coming untied, my entire schedule was
completely thrown off.

These years, however, also presented us with scientific
challenges alongside a spectrum of emotional involvement. On
hospital floors we combined intricate diagnostic skills and
procedures while dealing with patients and their families in
crisis. We delivered babies and performed well-child checks,
and we determined courses of palliation for the dying. All this
within the settings of the Hershey Medical Center, Lehigh
Valley Hospital, Reading, York, Cleveland, and the many
community offices, with colleagues who served as our mentors,
our teachers, and our friends, while phasing in and out of our
daily routines dropping moments of clarity as we grasped what
we could and forged on. It is because of all those outside
influences and our own intrinsic drive, that we have made it to
Founder’s Hall today.

[ realize that it is not realistic to force time into neat
little packets like four years, but a graduation almost requires us
to do just that. [ invite you all now to reflect upon how the other
parts of your lives, those beyond our small existences at the
Penn State College of Medicine, have changed over the past four
years. Close ones you have lost who should have been with you
on this day. Close ones you've "gained" - a partner or a child,
someone you never dreamed would be here with you on this day.
And finally, those innumerable changes within yourselves.

I have often thought of our class as a unique
composition of motivations, interactions, and energies. We
studied and played and existed together for four years,
formulating some wonderful friendships in the process. I charge
you to take every experience, from that fleeting moment of
clarity to the times of frustration, along with you to the next
phase; I believe they will all be worth something as we set off to
practice our respective crafts. And finally, don't let them
intimidate you out there: because if you can ride the
Hersheypark Great Bear Roller Coaster without fear, navigate
your way around the University Manor apartment complex, and
figure out which stairways in the medical center lead to locked
doors, I think you can handle the dualism between the rational
and the emotional and all else that you may encounter in the
process.

And so soon-to-be-Doctors of the Class of 1999, Best

of Luck. ... Vasudha Bhavaraju
