Why is India Poor? What can we do about it?

No one contests when [ say that India is poor and the
United States of America is rich. Except of course my
good friend Dr. B.V. Parameswara Rao who claimed “Only
A Genius Can Keep India Poor!” | am not sure who kept
India poor, but the people of India, their colonial rulers,
religion, culture, politics, trade and the methods of
governance are to be blamed.

Can we define “poverty?”

To an American tourist, India is poor because he or
she is confronted with beggars on the streets. To
observers who look at the qualifications of politicians who
govern India, India is ‘poor as many elected
representatives :have no formal education and no
experience in running businesses or any enterprise.
llliteracy is synonymous with poverty and half of India’s
one billion people are illiterate.

India evolved from a barter economy of farmers to
monetized economy. During this process, Indians did not
acquire skills to make more money than the western
- traders or at least could not prevent themselves from
being exploited. Is it lack of capital or lack of enterprise
that contributes to poverty?

How can we explain acceptance of bribe by a
politician or a government official in India unless the basis
is the ‘poverty of mind.” Are these men and women in the
government who take bribes are better or worse off than
the beggars who accept alms from the public?

People:

People on the earth are the same wherever they live.
They try to maké an honest buck with a day’s work.
Though all believe in a concept of ‘happiness, Indians
proclaim ‘Sarve jana sukhino bhavantu’ (Let every one be
happy), while Americans believe in the ‘pursuit of
happiness.’ Indians believe in work ‘without sakti
vanchana’ (sakti vanchana = cheating at work) and
Americans believe that ‘work is worship.” Hence people
are not at the root cause of poverty in India.

Religion:

1f all people believe in the same modes of work except
in methods of worship, then what is it that makes one
country poor and the other rich? Is it religion or religious
beliefs? | cannot turn a blind eye to the concept of Karma’
adopted by Hindus. Whenever some one complains that
he or she is poor and they deserve a better deal, they are
told that it is Karma’that kept them in their wretched state
of poverty. Is there an invisible link between religious
belief “Karma” and poverty?

Education:

- Dr. Satyanarayana Gavarasana, Norwood, MA

Education that includes literacy and knowledge about
the government programs is essential to keep citizens well
informed. An informed citizen is like an insurance policy to
guard against a calamity like poverty. With half of India’s
population being illiterate, knowledge about government
programs is meager among the villagers. Lack of
knowledge prevents villagers from effectively participating

in the government programs aimed at rural development.

Education is an effective instrument to remove poverty.

Work Ethic and Culture:

There is a noble principle that entails equal pay for
equal work. How do you explain the  difference in
compensation given to a carpenter in India compared to
the one in the US? Let me explain. During our recent visit
to India during March 2003, we hired a carpenter to repair
and polish our furniture and he received Rs.100 ($2.12) a
day as wages. Compare this to a carpenter who fixed a
door at our residence in Floral Park, New York, who
demanded and received $50 for two-hour work. Why is a
carpenter in India paid ten times less than his counterpart
in America? Is this a sign of poverty of India as a nation?
Who is responsible for this disparity in the wages of skilled
labor?

Judeo-Christian work ethic demands that a man work
for six days in a week and then rest on the seventh day,
that is, to contemplate and pray on the Sabbath day. In old
days, workers belonging to Hindu faith, | have observed,
did not work on the day of ‘Amavasya (new moon). That
means a Hindu worker worked for 27 days in a 28-day-
month and was hard working compared to a worker of a
Judeo-Christian faith. An average American worker works
40 hours in a 5-day week and takes a two-week vacation
in a year. Compare this to a situation where government
employees in India now work for 164 days in a year of 365
days, thus enjoying.201 days as holidays, as stated in the
Rajya Sabha by members Saifuddin Soz and Rajeev
Shukla. On the top of this, there are rural workers who
remain unemployed 185 days in a year! No wonder India
is poor! Can we create more jobs in the rural areas? Can
we create jobs for all the rural unemployed if India ever
undertakes a mega-project like ‘the garland canal‘ linking
all the rivers and by not using the earth digging
machinery?

A farm worker in my village is paid Rs.60 ($1.27) a
day, where as an American worker gets a minimum wage
of $ 52 a day at $6.50 per hour. The disparity in wages
between an Indian and an American farm worker is forty-
fold. When will an Indian worker get the same level of pay
for the work done as his counterpart in the US? Who and
what mechanism decides the level of compensation to a
worker in India?

Trade: .

World Trade Organization's “Doha Round" trade talks
made alleviating poverty as their core objective.
According to World Bank Chief Economist, Nicholas Stern,
“Trade liberalization during the 1990s resulted in
productivity gains associated with competition, innovation,
and the acquisition of new knowledge .and technologies,
all of which has contributed to rising living standards.“ He
implored developed nations to lower trade barrier to the
‘agricultural products from developing countries like India.

Look at the skewed picture of import and export trade
of India. India imported US$7684.56 million more than it
has exported in the year 2002-2003 and this surely
reflects loss of jobs in India and India is poorer by
US$7684.56 million. It is true that the US has a balance of
payment problem too. Trade policies definitely have a role
in either enriching or impoverishing a nation.

Politics and Government:

Politicians in India who occupy ministerial berths see
no direct personal benefit in attending to the problems of
the poor. | can be proved wrong by citing slogans like
“Garibi Hatao” and by displaying the manifestos of political
parties in India. Politicians need votes of the poor to get
elected but they do not have to do anything to alleviate
poverty. In India there is no agency of poor people to
. advocate for the poor. There are NGOs (non-
governmental organizations) who are supposed to work
for the poor. Their aims are lofty and their attention is
towards individuals like child workers etc. | have known
good people who come to the US to raise funds to
alleviate poverty in India and they really spend the money
towards alleviating poverty. In my view they ‘buy fish to
feed the poor and they do not teach the poor how to fish.’
Otherwise how can you justify the existence of NGOs,
who have been working in India for the past thirty years or
more, still seeking funds from abroad?

-

Colonial rulers:

The colonial past has certainly contributed to the
poverty of India. Look at the rich loot and plunder of the
invaders like Mohamud Ghazni or Mohammed Ghauri! Or
traders like the Portuguese, Dutch, French and British who
took gold, jewels and diamonds from India to the Portugal,
England etc. Many years ago, as a young medical
student, | went on an excursion to South India and visited
G. D. Naidu’s museum in Coimbatore. In the museum,
there was a model of a car made entirely with Indian
components and built by a-genius called G. D. Naidu. The
then British Government refused to give a license to
manufacture the same. The British feared that cars made
in England cannot withstand competition against the cars
made by G. D. Naidu. One does not have to be a colonial
ruler to control a country’s production of products needed
by the local people. An American company in the name of
a patent or a copyright can control a country’s destiny.
How do you explain a patent granted to an American
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company on a common staple like rice eaten by Indians
everyday? Bridge’s Weekly Trade Digest (Vol 5, No.29
dated 31 July 2001) reported that “On 14 August, the
USPTO finally upheld a patent granted to RiceTec for
three ‘novel rice lines", which -- according to USPTO --
are “similar or superior" to Basmati traditionally grown in
India’s and Pakistan's Himalayan foothills.” The Patent
and Trade Mark regime are heavily weighted in favor of
industrial nations. ‘ .

Weather:

If one looks at various components of GDP growth. in
India over the past fifty years, it is obvious that the
monsoons have played a decisive role in the negative
growth of the GDP. Agricultural production took a dive in
the year when monsoon has failed and draught prevailed.
Nehru had a grand vision of building big dams to boost
agricultural production and he did build them like Bhakra
Nangal Dam. No one knew better than the Kakatiya rulers
of Telengana of Andhra Pradesh how to harvest rain water
and store them in tanks. But the Ministers of Irrigation,
save for Dr. K. L. Rao, never bothered about bringing
water to irrigate agricultural lands. Sri Atal Behari
Vajpayee’s government at the Center constituted a
committee to explore the possibility of linking the rivers of
India. India has technical expertise to link the rivers. But
do Indians have the necessary political will and courage to
execute a massive project like this? America has rivers
like Missouri and Mississippi with massive water flows and
they have judiciously used water to irrigate lands, provide
cheaper water transport and assure plenty of drinking
water.

Conclusion:

India needs committed compatriots willing to sacrifice
in order to make India rich and great. Reverting to the
statement “only a genius can keep India poor!” may | say
that there are 500 geniuses in the Parliament of India who
kept India poor. Empowering the poor with new ideas
would threaten the very existence of current rulers in
India. ‘'We need some one like Gorbachev who can
dismantle the present corrupt Indian political system and
replace it with a system that looks after the “Daridra
Narayan” of India. We have abandoned Mahatma
Gandhi’s idea of commitment to the poor and to the
untouchable the day India attained Independence. There
are good people in India who dedicated their life to change
the system but their voice is never heard in the corridors
of power. Some of my friends in the USA think that they
can abolish the poverty in India by remitting dollars
through tax-exempt organizations. We need people with
zeal to go to India as missionaries to remove poverty from
the face of India. Simply sending dollars to India will not
do. Non-Resident Indians with a prospect of becoming
dual citizens have a role to eradicate poverty in India and
bring India on par with a great nation like USA.
