Sarada

Rachakonda Viswanatha Sastry.

Sarada was five years old. Her skin was wrapped around her bony frame, dry and lusterless. Her
eyes, however, were bright, but like the smoldering tip of a candle that had just been blown out.
Sarada sat with her eyes closed, and her palms folded in prayer in front of a small idol of Lord
Vinayaka. It was the festival day of Lord Vinayaka and devotees of the deity worshipped a gaily
decorated version of His idol made from fresh earth. Sarada, like many other children, celebrated with
a new earthen doll of the deity.

A pair of shorts, too small and too old, covered Sarada as she sat in obeisance in front of the idol,
after a bath. Beads of water from her hair dripped down to the floor. It was in the morning. Outside,
clouds joined hands and threatened to rain into the growing darkness. Inside, the room was dark and
gloomy with illness and despair. Sarada mother and 8- nine year-old brother lay in sick slumber on a
mat in one corner of the room. Not far from them was a cold stove with ash-covered charcoal. The
black top of an upturned vessel nearby gleamed its somber emptiness. Cobwebs and stains that would
be visible on an otherwise bright day hung in dark corners and cracked walls. The door frame was
covered with tar resembling the entrances to the devil’s den in old horror movies.

Sarada started to mumble a verse in a language that she could not understand and with a fervor that
she could not continue. Sarada stopped and turned to her ailing mother for help in completing the
Sanskrit verse, but got no response. She closed her eyes and continued to mumble before she stopped
again. Finally, the tears and laments flowed freely with a child's honesty. "...amma asked me to buy
you with the quarter that I had in my box. That is all I had in my box. I thought about collecting a lot
more money to buy you, but amma said that it was okay to buy an idol for a quarter and do the pooja.
"There are so many Gods in the market, all arranged in neat rows from top to bottom. On one side are
the big Gods -- all the same Vinayaka. But one is more beautiful than the other. I do not know the price
of all of them, only that they must be very expensive. When I asked Buchhi, the boy who was selling
the idols, he turned around and asked me if I had any money. I nodded my head, and showed him all
the five paisa coins that I had. I then gave them to him. He counted them carefully and put them in a
box behind the first row. He then pulled a plain God the color of red mud and without any of the
shining colors and gave you to me. He said that you were the only God I could get for a quarter of a
rupee. I accepted you quietly. Iliked the colored God, the big one with the bright shining ornaments
painted on it. Mahalakshmi told me that she bought that for two rupees. Of course, Sankarrao bought

a much better God for five rupees. Amma told me that she can buy a better God next year. I really liked
the God on the chariot, but I do not think amma can ever buy that God. Perhaps when I am older and
save a lot of money! Mahalakshmi told everyone that 'Sarada God is quarter-God.' When she said that
it made me angry and when I get angry, I cry. Amma wiped my tears and said that all Gods are the
same. Amma is nice. But why is Mahalakshmi's God so expensive? Tell me, God? Why don't you
talk to me? Mahalakshmi does not like you because you are a quarter-God, but I like you. I like you
very much. I like you as much as I like a movie. I like you as much as I like a sweet pickle. I talk so
much, but you just ignore me. Is it fair? Why don't you say something? Are you angry? Are you angry
that I could not complete the verse? I could not complete the verse because Mother is sick and sleeping.
She has fever. My brother is also sick. My father knew the verse, but he died the other day. I don't
want my anna and amma to die too, God. Please, amma told me that Sarada father is with God, but
Mahalakshmi told me that father simply died but did not go to God. She walked away quietly and I
cried. Tell me, God, isn't he with you? Just the other day, he was sleeping in that corner. It was
raining outside. My brother and I were outside watching the bubbles floating on the flowing rain
water. It was nice to see the small bubbles grow to big ones, pick up speed, and then pop. Father
called us as we were watching the bubbles burst. We ran inside to his bedside. He called amma too.
When amma came, he clasped all our hands with his and started to cry. We also started to cry. Father
stopped crying and started to cough. Amma rubbed his chest slowly, turned her head to the other side
and started to cry again. Father's cough stopped, but amma continued to rub his chest. I told amma
that father's cough had stopped and that maybe his fever was gone too. Amma turned her head slowly,
closed father's eyes, and wept loudly with her head on his chest. I thought father would open his eyes
and ask amma not to cry, but he did not. I was afraid and started to cry. My brother joined me. We all
cried. The neighbors came and took father to the God outside. Father was drenched in the rain. I am
sure he was feeling cold. Somebody covered him with a cloth. Father still may have felt cold. Later,
they took him away. He did not say a word. Amma said that Sarada father has gone to God's house.
God, please send him back once. I want to see him just once. Talk to me God, please talk to me. You
refuse to talk to me. I am not your friend then... No, no. I am your friend. But please don't take amma
and anna too. I will be alone if you take them to your house. Mahalakshmi may beat me if I am alone.
[ will cry. If I cry for long, I feel hungry, and if I get hungry, I have to eat rice. God, I am hungry
now. I want to eat hot rice. Please give me some good rice, God. Give some for my amma and anna
too. Oh, amma and anna need some medicine too. Amma told me the doctor will give me some
medicine if I take a bottle. Amma asked me to go for the medicine. I can go to the doctor, but I am
afraid of the big bulls, buses, and dogs on the street. DonUt you give medicine God? Can't you get
rid of amma’s and anna's fever? I have to go, but I am afraid. Amma and anna need medicine. I would
g0, but I am hungry God. Give me some food. Toffees, biscuits, ladoos, chegodis, idlis, dosas, curds
... you take all of them. Or give them to Mahalakshmi or Sankarao. Give some hot rice for me. I am
hungry and I have to eat some hot rice God. Amma told me that rice is God. I told her that I do not
wait to eat God. Amma then told me that it is okay as there is God in my stomach too. I then ate some



rice. Is it true that you are in me? I want to see you, God. The other day, Anna was hurting  antand
Amma told him that God was in the ant too, and that he should not hurt the ant. Anna then asked her if
God was in bedbugs too, if yes, what about the scorpion? Amma said that yes, you are in snakes and
scorpions too. That's not right, God. I hope you are not in scorpions and snakes, because they could
bite you and you will die. If you die, I will cry. The other day, when I was crying, amma told me not
to cry as you protect all of us. If you die, who will protect us? Don't die, God. Don’t let amma and
Anna die too. Let them not be hungry. Let me not be hungry God. I am hungry..God. I am hungry..."

Sarada's mumbling stopped as slowly as it had begun. She then took a small bottle and went into the
street, taking care to stick to the sidewalk as her mother had asked her to. It hadn't started to rain yet. A
sudden wind swept up the dirt on the street with a powerful gush and spread it in the air like thick
smoke. For five-year-old Sarada, the street was a path in hell with all the people, cars, buses, lorries,
bullock carts, bulls, and dogs.

After an hour, Sarada's mother opened her eyes that were heavy with fever. She placed a hand on
her son's forehead and it was very hot . It frightened her to be able to feel the heat on his body in spite
of her own hot hand. "Lord, I am afraid. I do not know how you can save us, but you have to. I do
not have anyone else to turn to, except you. Where is Sarada? The child is not even six years. I cannot
even feed her on a festive day. You heard her pray to you earlier. What kind of a mother am I? I
cannot afford a little rice for her. Not only have I starved her, but I have sent her out in the streets to
get medicine for us. She isn't back yet. The buses and bulls and dogs are terrifying for her. Please
bring her back safe God. Save her." Sarada’s mother's eyes were empty tear less holes.

A lorry was parked about a furlong from the municipal hospital and a ring of people blocked the
door to the front. Police formed a barricade to prevent people from coming too close to the lorry.
Sarada lay under the lorry with her head out at the side, as if asleep. Strangers came to peer at the little
girl in spite of the rain. A few curious heads stuck out from under umbrellas, but many just gaped in
the rain. Groups of people gathered under the patios of nearby shops and lamented the accident.

"One never knows when you have a date with the Satan. Why did the girl run from the sidewalk
towards the lorry, as if she was called?” “That was the call of death and she heard it.” *“ What a bizarre
accident.

Why do they allow their children to
wander about in the streets? Our country can never see prosperity. How can it, with reckless and
irresponsible parents?”

"Sarada rested under the lorry. She had no need for prayers now. She didn't need rice. She was
not hungry. It doesn't matter to her if her mother was alive or if her brother got the medicine. She had
found her peace and submitted to her death. However, the shadow of sorrow still haunted her face.
The rain washed the blood from her eyes into the drainage and into the bay where it seeped into the
depths of the beach -- the beach where Sarada longed to play all day and night. The crowd swayed as
people jostled one another to come up front to get a good look with their own eyes. They stood still for
a while and walked away quietly.

Back in Sarada home, her mother reminded herself that her little girl was not home yet. She tried
to stay awake. Her past rolled before her eyes in spurts like a badly edited film. Will these nightmares
end? Where are the steps to the living world? Where are the clear skies and cool breeze that make a
sweet life?Sarada mother could not keep her eyes open any longer. She heard whispers. "That is
enough. Close your eyes and go to sleep. Go home. Go home to your mother."

A little later, the room was calm and the bodies on the mat were still. The stove was cold. The
charcoal pieces were covered with cold ash. The cooking vessel was empty; the black bottom faced the
ceiling. The cobwebs hung in a calm security while the termites ate at the door frame. The dirty rags in
the room hung on the wire across the room. The stench in the room spread like that of a wild creeper
ina garden.

The omnipotent, omnipresent Lord Almighty, the protector of the downtrodden, the King of all
Kings stood witness in the form of Lord Vinayaka. The earthen idol, dug out of the earth, stood
amidst the flowers that Sarada had offered in prayer that morning. The makeshift lamp that Sarada had
mad« with an earthen dish stood next to the God, cracked and lifeless.
