CULTURAL PRIDE

(Sri Venkata Ramarao Penta sent the following
extracts from various sources describibg Indian
contributions to science and mathematics. This
information is intended to show that Indian
culture is as great as that of so called
advanced countries like US, UK, Germany, and
Japan.

Historically India made several contributions
to the world. Today, our doctors, engineers and
other scientists continue to contribute to the
knowledge. They occupy high positions and bear
the testimony of our great cultural heritage.
Also, we should be proud of some of our
students who are very bright in the schools and
universities.)

WORLD's FIRST UNIVERSITIES

Around 700 B.C. there existed a giant
university at Taxila(Takshashila) located in
the Northwest region of India. Not only

Indians but students from as far as Babylonia,
Greece, Syria, Arabia and China came to study.

A wide range of subjects were taught by
experienced masters, including Vedas,
language, grammer, philosophy, medicine,
surgery, archery, politics, warfare, astronomy,
astrology, accounts, commerce, futurology,

documentation, occult, music, dance, the art of
discovering the hidden treasures, etc..

University of Nalanda functioned from 500 A.D.
to 1300 A.D. until it was destroyed by
invaders.

Faculties and facilities: Experts from Japan,

China, Korea and other lands came to copy and
" study the hand-written manuscripts of important
knowledge. The 300 lecture halls with stone
benches for sitting, laborateries and other
facilities were available.

MATHEMATICS

Numbers and Pre-mechanical Calculating

From the beginning of human interaction, tools
have been devised to aid in the process of
calculating, record keeping and information
sharing. At some point it became useful and
necessary for humans to communicate numbers.
How many? How big? How much? How far? How long?
How often? Thousands of years passed before a
really simple way of expressing numbers was
developed.

India: A new number system, with a concept of
place-value notation the ZERO and DECIMAL
FRACTIONS originated in INDIA and reached the
Islamic World in the 8th century.

From the new numerals, 1 2 3 456 7 8 9 and 0
(originated in India) called Hindu-Arabic
numerals, travelled to the West reaching Europe
around the year 1000 AD. Thus the ten symbols
which we call numerals are now a universal
language used globally by all people to process
and record gquanitity. They are abstract and
portable, simple to learn and  use, re-
combinable and recognisable whatever the style

The Zero Concept

The world owes much to Indian mathemetics,

which (knowledge) was conveyed to the Arab and

Greek worlds. The concept of ZERO (SUNYA),

abstract concept of numbers, algebra, the

decimal system, all

owe their origin to the ancient Hindus.

(Abstract from an Introduction to

Hinduism)

The Hindus developed the concept of zero
independently, though the Maya Indians of
Central America are believed to have invented
the concept of Zero. The idea was spread from
India and was adopted in Europe during the late
1400s. The word ZERO probably came from
Ziphirum, a Latinized form of the Arabic word
SIFR. Sifr is a translation of the Hindu word
Sunya, which means void or empty.
(From the World Book Encyclopedia)

Zero-the most powerful mathematical tool:

It is impossible to imagine computers without
the invention of zero, because they are based
on the Binary system that uses 1 and 0. 1India
has been recognized as the country which
invented the zero. The earlier recorded date,
an inscription of Zero on Sankheda copper plate
was found in Gujarat, India 585-586 A.D. In
Brahma-Phuta-Sidhanta of BrahmaGupta (7th
century AD) the zero is lucidly explained which
was rendered into Arabic books around 770 A.D.
From these it was carried to Europe in the 8th
century A.D. However the concept of zero is
referred to as SHUNYA in the early Sanscrit
texts and explained in the Pingala’s Chandah
Sutra of the 2nd century.

The Decimal System

This is also called the Hindu Arbic System. It
was developed by Hindu mathematecians in India
more than 2,000 years ago. Arabs learned this
system after conquering parts of India in 700
AD. They spread the knowledge of the system
throughout their empire including the Middle
East, Northern Africa and Spain. (World Book
Encyclopedia)

The decimal system had flourished in India
100 BC. It was India that gave us the ingenious
methods of expressing all numbers by means of
ten symbols (decimal system) a profound and
important idea which appears so simple .. but
its very simplicity, the great ease which it
has 1lent to all computations, puts our
arithmatic in the first rank of useful
inventions.

Pythagoras or Baudhayana Theorem

The so called Pythogaras Theorem- The sgare on
the hypotenuse of a right-angled triangle
equals the sum of the square of the two sides,
was worked out hundred years earlier by the
Indian mathematicians Boudhayana in Boudhayana



Sulabha Sutra, a treatise dated 6th century
B.C. He describes: "The area produced by the
diagonal of a rectangle is equal to the sum of
areas produced by it on two sides."

SCIENCE
In science too, the debt of europe to India has
been considerable. There is in the first
place, the great fact that Indians invented the
numerical figures used all over the world. The
influence of the decimal system not only on
mathematics but also on the progress of
civilization in general, can hardly be
overestimated. During the eigth and ninth
centuries the Indians became the teachers in
arithmatics and algebra of the Arabs and
through them of the nations of the west. Thus,
though we call the latter science by an Arab
name it is a gift that we all owe to India.

Discovery of the Law of Gravity

The law of gravity was known to the ancient
Indian astronomer Bhaskaracharya. In this
"Surya siddhanta" he notes objects fall on the
earth due to a force of attraction by the
earth. Therefore, the earth, the planets,
constellations, moon and sun are held in orbit
due to the attraction. It was not until 1687
(1200 years later), that Sir Isaac Newton
discovered (rediscovered) the law of gravity.

Discoveries in Astronomy

Indian astronomers have been mapping the skies
for more than 3500 years. Their discoveries
are phenominal.

1000 years before Copernicus: Copernicus
published his theory of revolution of the earth
in 1543 A.D. A . thousand years before him,
Aryabhatta in 5th century stated that the earth
revolves round the sun in these specific words.
"Just as a person travelling in a boat feels
that the trees on the bank are moving, people
on the earth feel that the sun is moving" 1In
this treatise "Aryabhateeam" he clearly states
that the earth is round, it rotates on its
axis, orbits the sun and is suspended in space,
and explains that Lunar and Solar eclipses
occur by the interplay of the shadows of the
sun, the moon and the earth.

Measurement of time

In "Sury siddhanta" Bhaskaracharya calculates
the time taken for the earth to orbit the sun
to 9 decimal places.

Bhaskaracharya: 365.258756484

Modern accepted measurement: 365.2596

Between Bhaskaracharya’s ancient measurement
1500 years ago and the modern measurement, the
difference is only 0.00085 days (only 0.0002%)

Medicine and surgery

The surgery of the ancient Indian pysicians was
bold and skillful. They conducted amputation,
practiced lithotomy, performed operations in
the abdomen and uterus, cured hernia Fistula
and piles, and set broken bones and
dislocations. A special branch of surgery was
developed to rhinoplasty or operation for

improving deformed ears, noses and forming new
ones, which european surgeons have now
borrowed, the ancient Indian surgeons also
mention a cure for neuralgia.

India Developed Medicine Before 1000 BC

The fourth book of Vedic 1literature, the
Atharva Veda contains passages devoted to
medicine. It gave birth to Ayurveda
traditional system of Indian medicine which
means "The science of long life". It aims to
cure disease protect health and prolong life
through natural herbs. Ayurveda developed
between 1000 B.C. to 500 B.C. almost 3000 years
ago and so comprehensive is the system that it
is still used today.

charaka, the World’s First Physician

Well before Hippocrates (460-377 B.C.), the
Greek physician was born, Maharshi Charaka had
written a "Handbook of a physician". It deals
with the anatomy of the human body, notes on
pathology, diagnosis, treatment of various
diseases and recipes for remedies. He is said
to have known the charecteristics of over
100000 different herbs.

125 Types of Surgical Instruments
The Hindus(Indians) were so advanced in surgery
that their instruments could cut a hair
longitudinally. - Mrs. Plunket

Shusruta worked with 125 kinds of surgical
instruments which included scalpels, lancets,
needles, rectal speculams etc.
Charaka describes the functions of the heart
and the circulatory system 2000 years before
the English physician Dr. Harvey who is said to
have discovered the system in the 16th century
in Europe.

LOW-TECH, BUT RICH! 22

"Wish I had this when I was a kid," I thought
after installing the CD-ROM and the sound card
on my PC at home and played with the
encyclopedia. It was a great educational tool
with color pictures, video, and stereo sound.
No doubt, this is hi-tech!

After turning off the PC, my thoughts went back
in time to my childhood days and the education
process then. Because of problems with the
local elementary school, I stayed home with
private tutoring to complete up to fifth grade.
The teacher was a draftsman in the university
applied physics lab and he 1loved teaching
children. He used the traditional text books,
but went beyond them. He narrated interesting
true-life stories. He took me to the town for
practical demonstration on making pottery,
weaving baskets, growing rice, repairing
bicycles, and brick-laying using lime mortar
for house construction. I learnt much more than
the basic math and science. The learning wasn’t
hi-tech, but certainly very valuable.

Thoughts continued further to the period I was
between ages 10 and 12. TV and computers were
not around. I spent this period with my
grandfather when my father was in UK and could
not take our big family with him. I studied in
a school in Rajahmundry. (When my children were
young, I told them that in Rajahmundry I used
to walk to the school two miles each way
barefoot in ten inches of snow, uphill both
ways) .

Being the oldest grandson, I received a special
treatment from my grandfather. Grandparents are
special in the sense that they show less
authority, spoil you a little, but provide a
valuable link to our roots. In contrast, the
parents show some authority to discipline you
and they have less time to talk philosophy. My
story proves that a grandparent could be a
valuable asset. Don‘t ignore grandparents
wherever they are, living with you in the same
house, in the same town, or far away.

Coming back to my story, my grandfather made me
responsible for many little jobs around the
house (we call it authority and accountability
in the corporate world today). I used to
accompany him when he visited his patients at
their houses in the morning (he was an old time
doctor). He chatted with patients whether he
visited them or they visited him in his clinic.
He introduced me to his patients and other
important friends too, and used to praise me a
lot.

I used to accompany my grandfather on his
morning walks too. These appear like simple fun
activities, but what was significant was the
interaction we used to have. He shared his
life’s experiences with me. He told me with
excitement about his friends like Sri Adavi
Bapiraju and Sri Viswanatha Satyannarayana. He

described the books he read by famous Indian
and English philosophers (but he didn‘t believe
in the ritual of going to the temple for

praying).

He described the great musicians from both
Hindustani and Carnatic schools. Saturday
nights, he made me listen to the All India
Radio national programs given by these
musicians. Today after 40 years, my thorough
enjoyment of both Hindustani and Carnatic
classical music must have something to do with
the childhood exposure.

My grandfather was a writer, a hobby which he
acquired from his father who was a poet in
Telugu. This gave me an exposure to Telugu
literature also. (Perhaps too much exposure! At
12, I wanted to publish a magazine and
contacted a press and a magazine shop for
distribution. The two gentlemen didn’t laugh at
me, but tactfully discouraged me from the idea.
Eventually my wish was fulfilled, when I
published a manuscript magazine during the
summer holidays for five years while I was in
college).

I continued my visits to my grandfather during
the summer vacations as I grew up and went to
Engineering college. We had many interesting
conversations about people, problems, and
solutions. In the beginning he hesitated to
talk about these issues, but he rationalized
that I should be exposed to the realities of
life as I grew up.

You are probably thinking that I got too much
exposure to serious issues too early in life.
Perhaps it was true. But I didn’t miss any
childhood. I played outdoor like other kids. I
went to cinemas. I joked and laughed a lot
(still do). I had friends (limited, but good).
I day dreamed a lot.

In short, the learning process wasn’t exactly
hi-tech for my generation, but it was very
rich. This was possible because of our cultural
heritage which involved grandparents and other
close families in bringing up children.
