HYDERABAD 28 JUNE

IF DUNCAN MacNeill has its way,
within two vyears, there could
emerge an alternative trade and fi-
nancial centre to Bombay and New
Delhi.

In an ambitious Rs 1,000-crore
plan, the London-based company
proposes to develop Visakhapat-
nam as an international economic
enclave, on the lines of Batam In-
dustrial Park in Indonesia, the Je-
bel Ali Free Trade Zone in Dubai,
and the Jurong Town Corporation
in Singapore.

The enclave will consist of an
international-standard industrial
township, business centre and re-
sort complex. These facilities
would be built over an area of 400
acres.

The foundation stone for the
mega infrastructure project will
be laid at the Buddha Purnima
site, on the banks of Hussain Sagar
here on July 20, by the Andhra
Pradesh chief minister, Mr Vijay
Bhaskar Reddy.

Duncan MacNeill also pro-
poses to promote and markei ikis
city. as au international business
district, which means internation-
al business centres, like Raffel.City
in Singapore and Nariman Point in
Bombay.

The second line of activity pro-
posed by Duncan MacNeill in-
volves the setting up of a utility
company, registered as Duncan
MacNeill Utilities.

The group signed a memoran-
dum of understanding with the
government of Andhra Pradesh on,
January 28, to undertake the pro-
ject as a joint venture. The state
government would provide, to the
extent possible ‘single window
clearance’ for go-aheads from var-
ious state departments and central
agencies.

ANSWERS TO THIS MONTH'S 20 QUESTIONS

Tornado is a vilent rotating column of air in contact with the ground

and pendent from a thundercloud, usually recognised as a funnel shaped
vertex accompanied by a loud roar. They usually form along with a cold
front that separates cool dry air from warm humid air.

Their forward averaage speed is about 30 mph (10-45 mph)

The rotating winds of a tornado are estimated at about 300 mph and it is
the most destructive storm known to mankind. They can rip .. trees out,

by the roots, derail trains, sweep people, animals and even small buildings
into the air. In 1880, an entire house in Missouri, was carried 12 mi away!
Their power is due to the high negative (low) pressure in the 'funnel'.
Tornado paths have varied in length from a few feet to 300 mi (avg-5 mi),
while the width varies from few feet to a mile (avg-220 vds).

Tornado Alley is the name given to a stretch of land running from northern
Texas acrogs Okalhoma, Kansas, Nebraska, which get the max no. of tornadoes,
Tornadoes usually spin anticlockwise in the Northern Hemisphere, and
clockwise in Southern Hemisphere.

In one word, DESTRUCTION ! They can and will destroy everything in their way.
An average of 708 tornadoes strike USA every year. In April 1974, 148 of
them struck 13 states in just 24 hrs, leaving 315 people dead.

They will be thrown far away, sometimes harmed and very rarely unharmed.

On 5/29/86, 12 school children in West China were sucked up by a tornado
and put down on some sand dunes, some 12 mi away - completely unharmed '
This phenomenon also explains finding fishes, frogs during thundershowers.
Using advanced technology, we can always predict (but can not prevent) the
speed and direction of the tornado; and people can 'hide' from tornado.

The best is to go to the lowest part of the house (basement) and pray god !
One tornado in April 1974 destroyed not only killed 24 people in its path,
from Texas to Oklahama, it killed lot of farm animals as well as destroyed
lots of crops (by damaging dams) totalling a billion dollars in one shot.
An avalanch is a mass of snow, ice, rock debris, or soil that suddenly
starts to slide or fall down a mountain slope.

Spring rains, dry warm winds, and vibrations caused by loud noises or/and
earthquakes can trigger an avalanch. A single crystal slipping out of place
can set an 'airborne' snow avalanche in motion, building up into a massive
swirling snowball that can weigh millions of tons and reach speeds upto

250 mph. However there are no confirmed reports that an avalanche was ever
sept up by shouting.

As above.

'Slab' avalanches begin differently. They are the result of an entire layer
of snow slipping, and the more snow there is on top, the greater the 'kill'.
Avaalanches have astonishing power: they have stripped forests, thrown
trains from their tracks, separated houses from their foundations. Such a
great power is due to,the huge air mass that is pushed in front of the mass
of the avalanche,and the momentum of the mass of avalanche.

Yes, you can. Mountainers and other geologists and people with experience
can predict which snow mountain is going to produce an avalanche and tend
to avert the same, by producing smaller avalanches.

Avalances Kill about 150 people a vear, most often the victims themselves
'start' the avalanch. Once an avalanch is predictred, every effort is done,

ikT using explosives to create smaller ones and avoid big dangerous ones.
glacier is & snow mountain, and hard like a rock. It does not have any

loose snow to start the 'snow-ball' effect and start an avalanch.

Of course, the worst is the earthquake, next worst is tornado.

Largest avalanch in North America was in cascade mountains of Canada in
1965, called "Hope Slide". It poured 140, 000tons of rock and mud 3900 ft
onto British Columbian Highway (2 mi wide and 300' deep). The one in Peru
in 1970 came off from north peak of Mt Huscaran, fell 3250', racing down at

300 mph and ended in Santa valley.
