Human Computer: Mrs. Shakuntala Devi dem-

Longest Hair: Swami Pandarasannadhi, the
head of the Tirudaduturai monastery, Tanjore dis-
trict, Madras, was reported in 1949 to have hair 26
#. (7.92 m) in length.

Crowds (Largest): The greatest recorded num-
oer of human beings assembled with a common
ourpose was an estimated 15 million at the Hindu
festival of Kumbh-Mela, which was held at the con-
fluence of the Yamuna (formerly called the Jumna),
the Ganges and the invisible ‘Saraswati’ at Allahabad,
Jttar Pradesh, on Feb 6, 1989.

Greatest Rainfall: 930 cm (366.14 in.) Cherrg
punji, Meghalaya, (July 1861)—12 months: 2644
c¢m (1,041.78 in.) Cherrapunii, Meghalaya (Aug
1860—July 31, 1861).

Largest Kitchen: The largest kitchen ever set up
has been the Indian Government field kitchen set up
in April 1973 at Ahmadnagar, Maharashtra, in the
famine area. The kitchen daily provided 1.2 million
subsistence meals.

Balancing on one foot: The-longest recorded
duration for balancing on one foot is 34 hours by N.
Raviin SathhAmangalam City, Tamil Nadu, April 17-
18,1982. The disengaged foot may not be rested on
the standing foot nor any sticks be used for support
or balance, but 5-minute rest breaks are allowed
after each hour.

Most Recordings: Miss Lata Mangeshka: (b.
1928) between 1948 and 1985 has reportedly re-
corded not less than 30,000 solo, duet and chorus
backed songs in 20 Indian languages. She fre-
quently had 5 sessions in a day and has backed
more than 2000 films.

Longest Finger Nalls: Shridhal Chillal, (b. 1937)
of Pune. The aggregate measurement, by 19 March,
1991 was 452.5 cm. for the 5 nails on his left hand

Doctors, psycho-
logists and psychiatrists all try to solve them, but in fact, it is we ourselves who solve them
by becoming conscious and co-operating with the natural forces of life to be found
inside us.

Fear, hostile attitudes, inferiority and guilt complexes are the causes of such problems,
while faith, love, confidence and tolerance are positive, constructive forces. We must there-
fore rid ourselves of negative mental states by certain specific affirmations, i.e., transform the
negative into positive attitudes. Once we have done so we have eliminated all our problems
and difficulties, thus improving our entire life by living in a state of happiness and harmony.

‘Where there is a problem, there is a solution’, says an ancient Hindu proverb. When-
ever we havea problem, we must correct the cause, for in this way the difficulty disappears.
To achieve this, absolute mental discipline is required, i.e., we should train the mind to
remain totally conscious of what it is thinking, saying and doing.

This is why all ancient texts on Yoga continually repeat that disciplining of the mind
is absolutely indispensable, and the practice of Asanas and Pranayama will help to achieve
the required results.

To conclude, as already stated, Yoga fis not just a system of physical postures or
breathing exercises, beneficial to health, youth and longevity—as certain people believe—but
‘an art of living harmoniously and creatively on the basis of a complete experience of the
whole being. It is a method which aims at opening the source of creative inspiration hidden
inside the human psyche. It is an act of self-manifestation and the multiplicity of our
being. Yoga lays the foundations for a higher form of self-development and a deeper
consciousness of self, eliminating the undesirable psychological causes of all human
problems.

Three main points will serve to help the reader become more aware, in his attempt to
eliminate various personal problems. He should :

(1) Completely eliminate the negative states of consciousness.
(2) Bring them into harmony by positive, constructive mental attitudes.
(3) Practise the Asanas and Pranayama.

In the following pages, the reader will find a number of examples taken from among
the most common human problems. I have had many years’ experience of them with my
pupils, and thanks to Yoga discipline, have produced surprising results.
