LOOKING FOR A FEW GOOD INDIANS

.In college I became familiar with the feminist
movement. [t seemed obvious what it would do
for me, since I was a woman and an intellectual
who was not finding my full capabilities being
supported based upon my sex. But the feminist
movement has been highly criticized because of the
women and men who compose it; they are mostly
upper middle class white Americans. Strangely
enough, I found the majority of feminists to fit this
description. [ worked side by side with people
who fought for the same cause as I, yet, they were
not of the same skin color.

So you are probably wondering why it matters.
After all, the last thing that I should do is
discriminate against other feminists. We are all in a
battle together, no matter what our backgrounds
are. | do not criticize the women and men who are
already feminists, but the ones who are out there
and have not found reason to come over to the
cause. Namely, I as an Indian woman, see a need
for sex equality and the abolition of gender
stereotypes in our own Indian community. But
where are all of you?

The first problem of course is that feminism
has a reputation of being a movement of man-
haters. I think I have clarified this already.
Feminism has its extremes, but in the moderate and
mainstream realm, it is movement in search of
allowing all individuals to foster their abilities
regardless of their sex. |

Now that I have clarified the case, I ask again,

why are there not more Indians out here. Perhaps,
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it is because India itself has no formalized feminist
movement. There have been attempts for equality
all throughout the vast Indian history, but the
potential for success is greater than its showing.

What are the reasons for Indian feminism? I
will name a few. The dowry system was banned,
yet, it is still practiced as bartering system for
brides. Speaking of marriage, the bride's family is
still considered the inferior party in a wedding.
Finally, in giving up the horrific practice of sati,
widows are still treated as if less than human
without their husbands. These may be more of the
rural milieu, but the urban is not so libertarian.
Countless texts by educated Indian women writers
have documented mental torture pitted against
wives, daughters and daughter-in-laws by society.

The bizarre thing about all of this is that at one
time, Vedic India celebrated the female spirit and
body. It worshipped shakti, the power of female
goddesses. But anthropological theory can only
speculate where the historical turnover occurred
and why being female was a curse as opposed to a
blessing.

But with expectation placed on women, men
have some placed on them, as well. We all know
about the assumed favorability of having a son, but
masculinity has its own burden. Indian males are
to excel in only certain fields and not others, and
assume the role of a tough rock who does not cry.
We can also find parallels of all of this in America.

So where does this bring us? I realize that it
would be difficult to all of us to fly off to India and

fight for our counterparts there. But don't we have



more reason now to become educated and listen
more carefully to the rhetoric of feminism? I do
not just look at the sexual realm. Feminists have
fought side by side with those seeking equality and
banning discrimination against those of differing
race, color, ethnicity and sexual orientation. Can
we all say that we have sought that for ourselves at
one time?

I am not considering starting trouble with what
appears to be an already stable system. But, I
foresee carefully analyzing the opportunities one is
being given and exactly on what basis one is being
viewed and judged. You can be proactive without
being loud and obnoxious. As Indians, we come
from a heritage which has traditionally categorized
and sometimes even oppressed humans by sex,
skin color, language, religion', and occupation.
With this, who is to say that such factionalism does
not extend itself to us, the diaspora. Am | wrong
by saying that we have not constructed our own
version of both the good and bad India right in our
own backyards?

So now what? My advice is to listen to people
rather than assume that you are in the right. Or on
the other hand, stand up for yourself or someone
else who is forced to be something that they are
not. Learn to question the commonplace. Activism
is looking for a few good Indians.

ANSWERS TO THIS MONTH'S 20 QUESTIONS.

After the French revolution in 1789, the French Acadamy of Sciences was
allowed to create a simple logical system of measures. The committee
agreed to make calculations easier and based on the number ten. The basic
unit would be one ten-millionth of the length of the line running through
Paris from North Pole to Equator. This measure was called a metre.

The 'grain' is still a part of imperial system and once represented the
weight of a single wheat grain.

An 'are' is an area of 10 metres square. Not used nowadays.

The word 'mile' comes from Latin mille passuum, meaning 1000 paces. A Roman
pace was the distance covered by two strides (walking).

A hectacre is about 2.5 acres and is about 100 times 'are'.

Chain is a unit used by both British and American surveyors. A chain is

22 yds long (20.12 metres) and is made up of 100 links. The 'chian' was
invented by Emund Gunter in 17th century and made land calculations easy.
The word 'acre' came from the Roman word 'ager' (meaning field) which could
be ploughed by two oxen in one day.

The oldest surviving measure of the yard is a silver rod made in 1445.

It belongs to Merchant Taylors' company in London.

The Anglo-Saxon® took the length of a man's girdle to be a vard (900 mm or
36" )They found out later that this is not correct for obvious reasons. .
Later, King Henry I in 12th Century, standardised it as the distance from
his nose to the end of his thumb.

The inch was introduced by Romans based on the width of a man's thumb.
Again Romans introduced the 'foot' as a measure of 12 times the inch, as
they found the inch was too small for many puposes of daily life.

The word 'grain' stands for the weight of a single wheat grain, but now

it is standardised as 1/7000th of a pound or 450 grams.

Somewhere along the line, the Romans standardised their weights and
brought a relationship between the grains and the pounds, as mentioned above
The words 'Royal measure' and 'common measure' started in Middle East.

The 'Royal measure' was larger and when the king demanded taxes in kind,

it had to be paid in 'Royal measure' and when a king paid out, he used the
smaller 'common measure'. Our IRS is no way inferior to this in interest !
The English scientist, Sir Henry Cavendish, based Newton's principles,
first described the power of "G' (gravity).

Again Sir Cavendissh was the first person to measure the mass of the earth.
But not totally accurate. Now we know, the weight of earth is
5876 million million million tonnes !

2000 pounds make a short ton, while 2240 pounds make a long ton.

0.45 kilos make one pound.

Believe it or not, water is heaviest at 4@, not at 0°C (ice) !

This is a tricky question. Each country has its fancies and again most
countries use both metric and English systems. At one time, the metric
system was considered the best and 100% accurate, until some scientist
prooved that the actual distance between North Pole and Equator thro' Paris
was not exactly 10,000 metres, but 10,002 metres. This put some problems,
but scientists solved the problem, by redefining metre, as 'distance
travelled by light in a vaccum during a time interval of 1/299, 792,458th of
a second !Bottom line, is, each country has its fancies. India is going for
metric systems, while USA, Britain have the English systems.
