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Kuchipudi - Siddhendra Yogi to Vempati Chinna Satyam

(A disciple of Dr. Vempati Chinna Satyam, now on a tour of U.S.A)

Dance is one of the primeval languages in the world. It is one the earliest breakthroughs in the art of communication for even before man
invented language, he used gestures to communicate his thoughts and needs. There are two very distinct, clear and parallel streams of
dance since time immemorial. They are dance which was performed in the temples and dance which was performed in the royal courts
and palaces. The artists belonging to the first category go by the name of Devadasis, while those belonging to the latter were popularly
called the Rajanarthakis. Though both these forms received patronage and encouragement, unfortunately, they were also subject to
feudalistic abuse. This in course of time led to the degeneration of values and a degradation of the repertoire.

It was at this time, around the fourteenth century AD, Siddhendra Yogi propagated the Kuchipudi style of dance in the Divi Taluk of
Krishna District in Andhra Pradesh. Until then, Kuchipudi was performed by a group of dancers depicting mythological episodes in a
rustic style. They performed mostly in the temples of South India and were known as the Kuchipudi Bhagavathulu. Dance was their only
source of living. Siddhendra Yogi brought Kuchipudi into a definite format and authored the famous dance play Bhamakalapam, which
features Satybhama, the most captivating heroine of Kuchipudi who has the qualities of all the eight kinds of heroines or the
Ashtavidhanayikas as described in the Natya Shastra. Siddhendra limited his training exclusively to the male Brahmin inhabitants of the
Kuchipudi village. The women were not initiated into the training for a number of reasons. As the Kuchipudi Bhagavathulu led a
nomadic style of life, it was not possible for a women to be part of the troupe. For instance, a family of dancers were to perform a dance
drama. the brother portrays the hero and the sister, the heroine. The amorous scenes in the play would not have come out with quite the
same effect as it would if they were played by unrelated persons. Consisting only of dance dramas, the female characters were also playved
by men.

It is said that as the four Vedas were inaccessible to the lower caste, shudras, Natya Veda as the Panchama Veda was created and is open
to one and all, irrespective of caste and creed. One of the oldest available treatise on dance is Bharatha Muni’s Natya Shastra, dating back
to the third century BC Though there is evidence of earlier writers on dance, Bharatha’s Natya Shastra is the only book which serves as
guide and council to all the classical dance styles of India. Every single movement of the eyes, eyebrows, lips, hands, legs etc. has been
explained in detail by Bharatha.

Though the basics for all the classical dance forms are the same, there are certain characteristics which give each its individual character
and flavor. Kuchipudi has certain conspicuous features which sets it apart from the other styles. One of the foremost and prominent
characteristic features is its dance drama style. It originally consisted solely of dance dramas, propagating the Madhura Bhakthi and even
the social values and norms. It was exclusively male-oriented too. Only the male Brahmans practiced and performed as explained earlier.
One outstanding personality who is acclaimed the world over for his vivid portrayal of Satyabhama is Vempati Venkata Narayana
Shastry. Yet another distinctive feature is the Patra Pravesa Daruvu, self-introduction of a character on stage. The artist introduces
himself, extols his virtues and talents. Lekha, or the letter writing is also a very distinct feature. Here the heroine pours out her pangs of
separation and intense love she has for her beloved in a letter. Dance with the feet settled on the rim of brass plate and weaving intricate
rhythmic patterns belongs to Kuchipudi.

Till the 1930’s, this sacred tradition was handed down from father to son and was religiously and scrupulously followed. There was a need
for arevival and renewal in this ancient and valuable tradition. It was provided by Vedantam Lakshmi Narayana Shastry, an authority in
this priceless art, who introduced women to this art form and gave it the much needed impetus. He is also behind the emergence of
Kuchipudi as a solo style. He added more vividity to this divine art causing it to dazzle and outshine when it stood in comparison with his
Kindred styles. His student Dr. Vempati Chinna Satyam, propagated and popularized this contemporary change. He not only followed his
Guru’s footsteps but added more luster to it. He brought Kuchipudi completely within the boundaries of Natya Shastra and gave it a
more refined and classical finish. Dr. Vempati Chinna Satyam has broadened its scope, widened its horizons, heightened its glory and
enriched its repertoire. Thus he gave it a wholly new appearance. He introduced a wide range of Kowthams, Jayadeva’s Ashtapadis,
Kshetrayya’s Padams, Sabapati’s Jawalis, compositions of Leclasukha, Adi Sankara, Kalidasa etc. His experiments and innovations in
choreography have opened many doors. His subtle way of expression using symbolic settings and refined movements in dance has won
worldwide acclaim. Gone were the days when men portrayed even the female roles. Vempati’s ballets show a complete cycle of tradition
with women not only performing but also adorning male roles. Credit goes to Dr. Vempati for the international recognition and respect
Kuchipudi enjoys today.

Notable contributions miade to this pristine art form by other luminaries are large and wide. Vempati Venkata Narayana Shastry is an
exquisite jewel adorning the crown of Kuchipudi. Chinta Adi Narayana, Chinta Radha Krishna Murthy, Tadepalli Perayya Shastry,
Vedantam Chalapathi, Vedantam Raghavayya, Vedantam Satyanarayana Sarma, Radha and Raja Reddy, Sobha Naidu and Bala are a
few of the countless gems who sparkle and add to the dazzle of Kuchipudi.

Some in the art field are of the opinion that by introducing new concepts and changes, Kuchipudi has been deprived of pristine purity.
But change is inherent and requisite in all fields, more so in art. Art is a flowing river. It is a perennial stream with fresh water flowing
coatinuously. It should not be regarded as a stagnant pool of water which may seem fresh today, but if preserved and kept in tact, stinks
in course of time ,
