Dr. Kowtha Adinarayana Murthy garu (67 yrs) - was
born in a village Pedpulivarru in the state of Andhra
Pradesh, India. He received a masters degree in
mathematics from Osmania University in 1956. He
worked at the Indian Statistical Institute, Calcutta for
3 yrs. and served in Indian Army for 5 years. He
came to USA in 1968 and received MS (1970) &
Ph.D. (1991) in Computer Sciences from Penn State
Universtity, State College, PA. He worked in the
computer field till 1987 and was forced to stop
working due to a heart attack.

Dr. Murthy is the one of the architects of the Telugu
Literary and Cultural Association, New York and had
actively participated in their activities. He is also a life
member of Telugu Fine Arts Society.

His mother died at the age of 39 due to lack of
medical help. He wanted to help his village with a
medical facility. In 1994, he returned to India and
opened a computer institute in his native village in
1996.

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Interview with Mr. Upendra Chivukula

Upendra Chivukula is elected to the New Jersey Assembly
with a majority of over 13,000 from the 17th district in
2001 State Elections. He is the first generation
(naturalized US citizen) Indian and the first Telugu person
elected in any state office in the United States. Mr.
Chivukula is a highly motivated "do it now" person whose
dedication, determination and decidedness benefited
every community in which he lived. His humility, sense of
fairness and loyalty to his ideas won him the respect of
leaders at all levels of government and private sector.

Mr. Chivukula was born in 1950 at Kaushikula Agraharam
in Nellore district in Andhra Pradesh, India. After his High
School education in Nellore, he graduated in Electrical
Engineering in 1972 from College of Engg, Guindy,
Chennai, India. He has worked for lon Exchange India Ltd,
Mumbai, India for a couple of years and then joined City
College of New York in 1974 and obtained a maters
degree in EE. He lives in Somerset, NJ with his wife,
Daisy, son Suraj, 24 and daughter Damianty, 21.

During the victory celebration, the members lifted
me over their shoulders and congratulated me for
my efforts. | started receiving several interviews
and started getting free publicity in the local
newspapers, |, then, became a Member of
Delegation to Democratic National Convention in
1996 and 2000. | was elected to Franklin
Township council in 1997 and in 1998, became
Deputy Mayor and in 2000 its Mayor. | was
controlling over $200,000 budget for the
Township. | initiated several programs and also
fought for the open space tax. There was
redistricting and Franklin Township was included
in the 17th district. | decided to run for the
Assemblyman position and defeated three other
candidates in primaries. Now, it is history.

How many representatives are there in NJ State
assembly?

New Jersey State is having 20 legislative districts.
Each district will have 2 Assemblymen and one
Senator making up to 40 and 20 respectively.

We were told that you are the first Telugu person,
to be elected for a State assembly. Is this true?

Yes. | am the first Indian American to be elected
NJ State Assembly and perhaps the first person of
Telugu origin..

What differences you noticed between politics in
d Us?

Hardwork with good ideas pays in the United
States. People want change and are

amenable for new ideas and new personalities.
You do not have to be rich to enter

into politics and achieve successes. | reserve my
comments on India.

office, whereas in India it was told that they gain

Which is the most difficult task, you felt, political
leadership or office management?

In the office you have predefined targets and lean
of hierarchy. You need to follow the guidelines set
by superiors and answerable to them. But, in
politics, it is different and the task is difficult. You
are answerable to all the people who elected you
and there are many bosses. You should have
your own objectives, set goals and work
cohesively to achieve them.

What type of support did you get from Indian
community in your career?

In particular getting financial support from Indian
community is very difficult. They expect an
immediate return on such investment. They do not
understand that support in large numbers together
with finances is necessary for winning the
election. | was fortunate that | was able get good
support from Indian community.

Members of Indian community are highly qualified
and holding key positions in many professions like
business, software, medical, law etc. But we find
very few people in politics. What do you think is
the reason?

First generation of Indians are more reserved and
they show little interest towards politics. They are
not clear about their future. Their main aim is to
settle down and make sufficient money. Second
generation Indians are showing much more
interest towards politics and they need
encouragement from their parents.

What is your advice to Indian youth? What should
they do to enter into political career?

First of all they should decide the party they want
to work for. Then they should visit local
organization of the party, meet them and become
volunteers. Build some base and look for some
positions. They should get involved in local clubs
and attend local community meetings. They
should first understand how the system works.
Should have an amenable personality. Everyone
they meet is different.

What type of support you are expecting from
Indians?

American System works for the people. Majority
always dictates the future. They should attend
and participate in large numbers in the Township
meetings and express their opinions. They should
attend the community meetings. | also expect
them to give a feed back on my performance. This

What plans do you have to make Indians more
prominent in US?

I'will try to get more information added about India
in educational curriculum. | will try to help
promoting trade with India. | would encourage
more and more Indians to enter in to politics.

Why is India is not very prominent in the minds of
US people, in comparison to many smaller
countries? What is your opinion?

The career officials at the consulate should work
hard and make themselves known to the media
much more effectively. They right now lack the
public support as the public do not know about
their activities.

After Sept 11 incident, the way Americans look at
Asian community is changed. Your opinion about
what should be the role of Indian community and
organizations in this critical time?

American Indians need to integrate in to
mainstream of society. They should become part
of local organizations. They should involve
themselves in local community activities. Local
visibility is very important. Their contributions
should be sent through local organizations.

We are honored and delighted a person from
Telugu origin becoming the Assemblyman. Do
you have any plans to help us all?

Certainly. | am proud of my heritage. | am thinking
about developing a sisterly relationships between
New Jersey with several states and Andhra
Pradesh is certainly one of them. | will also try to
develop cultural centers where our people can
participate. Perhaps, | may be visiting India with a
delegation and certainly look forward to meet
many Telugu persons and personalities.
