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Ugadi - Yugadi

'Ugadi' - The Telugu New Year Day. began on March
13, 2002 at 2.53 AM. This is also knows as 'Yugadi'
- Starting of a celestial cycle. This day is celebrated
as a New Year Day by people from Maharashtra,
Karnataka and Orissa. But what about the "New
Year Day" celebrated on January 1 every year?
According to the solar cycle, the sun never really rise
on east every day. On December 21, he rises on
South East corner and moves towards North and on
June 22 he rises on North East and then again starts
his journey towards south. He rises on east only on
March 21st and on September 23rd only. March 21st
is the start of Spring, September 23rd is the start of
Fall. December 21st is called the end of Southern
March and the June 22nd the end of Northern
March. But, after the birth of Christ on December
25th, January 1st is fixed as the start of the New
Year by the inhabitants of Western Hemisphere.
Indians follow Lunar Calendar. The day when Sun
gets into the Zodiac sign, Aries, and the moon
enters the first day of full moon cycle in the month of
Chaitra with the Ashwini star closer to the moon, is
considered as the New Year Day by us.

On the New Year Day, the day for Telugus start with
taking head bath (symbolizing self-purification),
wearing new clothes (symbolizing freshness) and
offering prayers to God and to the new almanac.
Then they eat a mixture consiting of fresh mango
chips, fresh neem leaves, fresh jaggery, fresh
tamarind, pieces of red peppers and salt. The
symbolism is that one has to be aware of human
emotions which could be sweet, sour, bitter, hot,
saltish etc. One has to lead a life unifying all these
tastes.

Afterwards, friends and relatives join together to
celebrate the festival with dance, dramas and also
listening to the new almanac which lists the
forthcoming good and bad things in the following
year. Ugadi symbolizes the start of spring and joy.

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Review of three books: Daily Prayers (Taranga Inc.); 108
Thoughts to Ponder (The Foundation for the Advancement
of Arts and Science from India $ 2); and Garland (The
Foundation for Arts and Sciences from India, $ 10)

These are the work of Professor M.G. Prasad, Professor of
Mechanical Engineer at Stevens Institute of Technology,
Hoboken, NJ by profession, aimed at Indian Americans,
perhaps the youngsters in particular.
