Garlic - the Indian panacea

Garlic (English), Allium sativum (Latin), Lasan (Hindi) ,Lasun, Mahakanda, Shuklakanda (Sanskrit), Tellagadda

(Telugu), Vellapundu (Tamil)

History: Garlic medicinal uses have been documented for
centuries. Hippocrates used garlic vapours to treat cervical
cancer. Garlic is said to have given strength to pyramid
builders, courage to the Roman legions and fighting spirit
to English game cocks. When plague ravaged, Europe
people ate garlic daily as a protection against disease.
Colonists arriving in America discovered that the Indians
knew about the healing powers of a native species of
garlic and relied on the plant to treat a variety of medical
problems from snakebite to intestinal worms. Taking a cue
perhaps from the Europeans, New England settlers
strapped garlic cloves to the feet of small pox victims as a
cure for the disease. Garlic may well have helped to cure
many diseases because it is a potent antiseptic. It was used
for that purpose in both World War I and World War Il
and garlic poultice were placed on wounds, as it is an
inexpensive and apparently quite effective replacement for
antibiotic. In 1858 Louis pasteur verified garlic antiseptic
properties.

Identification: It is a perennial herb with underground
compound bulbs. The bulb composed of small cloves is
identified by its pungent odor. The plant grows to 2 feet
with flat long pointed leaves. The flowers (June- July)
range from pink to white and usually sterile. The garlic
can be cultivated in gardens and fields but requires sunny
warm climate. It is cultivated in India and other countries
in orient, South Russia, S. E. Europe, Italy, & USA. The
plant is a member of the family Liliaceae. The bulb is
used extensively as a spice for chutneys in seasoning
vegetables and curries and for flavoring pickles.

Chemical Constituents: Garlic contains an acrid volatile
oil, which is the active principle allicin. This is produced
during crushing and distillation of garlic bulb. It is
unstable and by distillation or in the presence of water and
oxygen is decomposed into polysulphides which are
responsible for the unpleasant smell of volatile oil.
Altogether garlic contains three s-alkyl cysteine
sulphoxides capable of producing thiosulphinates. Allin or
s-2- propenylcysteine sulphoxide is another compound
present in the bulb and it constitutes approximately 85%
of three sulphoxides. Ajoene is another stable compound
discovered after incubation of chopped garlic in methanol
and it has antithrombotic effect and the ability to reduce
hypelipidaemia (High blood fats).

In addition to organically bound sulphur compounds used
traditionally as a nutritional supplement the bulbs are rich
in iodine and salicic acid combinations apart from

important nutrient and complementary substances
containing vitamins of the B group, flavonoids, minerals
and trace elements.

Action & uses: For centuries garlic has been favored not
only as a culinary herb but as a remedy for colds and other
respiratory infections, gas pain and intestinal worms.

Ayurveda & Siddha says-: It has all rasa except amla
Root- katu, Stem- kashayam, Leaf- tikta, Top- lavana
Bulb- mathura,

Katu, mathura rasam, katu vipaka, ushna veeryam,
snigdham, brahmanam, vrishyam, panchanam, tikshanam,
rasayanam, in swasakasam, khustam, krimi, agnimandyam

Uses in Unani- Hot3, dry3, paralysis, forgetfulness,
tremor, colicky pains of the intestine, internal ulcers of the
lungs, secrets semen, chronic fevers. (Nadkarni-vol I p 68)

A German firm (A- Broautigam & Co 29-30, Creman
Hamburg 8 ) prepared garlic oil capsules in a cold process
without any chemical constituents using only clove of
garlic. These capsules renew the blood, cleanse it of all
impurities, regulates the digestion and removes all
parasites in the intestines and are recommended for
diseases of the lungs, arterio-sclerosis, high blood
pressure, gout, rheumatism asthma, chronic bronchial
catarrah, loss of appetite constipation and worms.

Garlic is applied externally for deafness and pain. Garlic
juice mixed with 3 or 4 parts of ordinary or distilled water
has been used as a lotion for washing wounds and foul
ulcers. ( Nadkarni, Indian Materia Medica, Vol 1, 68, 69)
Garlic decoction by Chakradatta — Take of garlic 30
tolas, Water 2 seers, Milk 4 seers: Boil together till the
water is evaporated and then strain. Dispensed with milk
in small doses in hysteria, flatulence, sciatica and heart
problems.

Svalparasuna pinda -Take a garlic 12 tolas, asfoetida,
cumin seeds, rock salt, sonchal salt, ginger, long pepper,
and black pepper each one eighth of a tola: powder them
finely and mix. Dose is about 20 grains every morning
with decoction of the root of castor oil plant in facial
paralysis, hemiplegia, sciatica, paraplegia, and convulsive
affections. This medicine should be continued for a
month.( Nadkarni)

To remove unpleasant smell garlic cloves are kept one
night in buttermilk and removed in the morning and
ground into paste. Sowrchalavanam, ajawan, fried
asafetida, rock salt, trikatukam, (pepper, long pepper,
ginger) cumin in equal quantities is taken and powdered.
The powder is added to the paste in the ratio of 1:5 (paste
5 parts) and ground well. Karshaka size medicine is taken
along with castor root decoction basing on the condition
of the patient to cure vata dosha of the entire body, or one
part, unconsciousness, madness, diseases of the thigh,
sciatica, chest, back & stomach pain. The patients while
taking the medicine should not take the food that causes
indigestion, avoid strolling in the sun, and should not be
excited. The patient should avoid hot water , jaggery,
liquor, mutton and acid foods.

The ancient scriptures have mentioned many therapeutic
properties of garlic. The lasuna is useful in whooping
cough, bronchitis, asthma, fever, facial paralysis,
flatulance, colic, constipation, a tonic dyspepsia,
helminthiasis, duodenal ulcers, pulmonary and laryngeal
tuberculosis, leprosy hysteria, haemorrhoids, sciatica,
otalgia, lumbago, swellings, splenopathy, hepatopathy,
pneumopathy, arthralgia and dental caries.

Role of garlic in Cancer: Science is beginning to prove
the medicinal properties of garlic that our ancestors took
for granted. Recently researchers in Pennysylvannia have
shown that by injecting a compound called diallyl
disulphide (formed when raw garlic is cut or crushed) that
tumors can be reduced by half and that a further
compound (S- allylcysteine) can stop cancer causing
agents from binding to human breast cells. It is well
known that garlic can strengthen the immune system,
which is vitally important for fighting cancer. Scientists
have correlated garlic intake with reduced nitrite levels in
people and fewer deaths from stomach cancer are
recorded. It is not known how garlic protects but it may
relate to blocking formation of cancer causing compounds
stopping their ability to form tumors or even inhibiting the
growth of tumor cells. Prof. Michael Wargovich,
University of Texas conducted studies on garlic. His
group studied the effect of two major purified compounds
of garlic dialyl sulphide, which is soluble in oil, and S-
allyl cysteine that is water-soluble .He tested these
compounds on two models and found that the tumors
could be reduced between 50 and 70%. His results had
shown that the administration of well-tolerated garlic
products might confer important protection from cancer.

Garlic as an antibiotic: Garlic is the only herbal drug that
can kill infecting bacteria and protect the body from the
poisons that are causing infection. It is known that the
most sensitive bacterium to garlic is the deadly ‘Bacillus
anthracis’, which produces the poison anthrox. Even Louis
pasteur acknowledged garlic to be as effective as
penicillin and later studies showed similar activity to a
more modern antibiotic- chloramphenicol. It is also
reported that the vapor from freshly cut garlic can kill
bacteria at a distance of 20 cms. Mycobacterium
tuberculosis (T.B) is sensitive to several of the compounds
in garlic.

Garlic and cholesterol: There are several studies that
confirm that garlic can reduce cholesterol. It is a potent
antioxidant good for cardiovascular health. Garlic can
reduce LDL or bad cholesterol and is a good blood-
thinning agent to avoid blood clots that lead to heart attack
or stroke. A 12% reduction in total cholesterol was shown
over a placebo and this reduction was normally evident
after only 4 weeks treatment. (Silagy C.S, Neil HAW,
1994, The Jr. of the Royal College of Physicians Vol 28
No.1: 39-45)




Garlic and pregnancy: Taking garlic during pregnancy
can cut the risk preclampsia (raised blood pressure and
protein retained in the urine). Studies reveal that garlic
may help to boost the birth weight of babies destined to be
small. The research was carried out by Dr. D. Sooranna,
Ms.J.Hirani and Dr. 1.Das in the academic dept. of
Osteritics & Gynecology at the Chelsea & Westminster
Hospital in London, UK.

Garlic & Impotence: Garlic improves blood circulation.
An enzyme called “nitric oxide synthase” (NOS) is
primarily responsible for the mechanism of erection.
Studies have recently shown that garlic in certain farms
can stimulate the production of NOS particularly in
individuals who have low levels of enzymes. The study
clearly gives that folklore is now being proven correct.

Folk medicine claims of Chittoor DT. Andhra pradesh:
Anti-partum treatment: Paste made from the bulbs is
fried using cow’s ghee and given to the patient who is

having labor pains.

Cuts & wounds: The bulb is ground along with capsicum
seeds and applied on the affected part and bandaged.

Ear ache: Squeezed bulbs are boiled in gingelly oil and
filtered. Two to three drops of the oil is instilled in the ear.
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Epilepsy: Yellow yolk of the boiled eggs (5-10), roasted

and oil is squeezed. A spoonful of neem oil, garlic juice
and a pinch of saffron is added to the oil that is squeezed.
Half a teaspoonful of this preparation is given to the
patient.and is continued until cure.

Yanadi tribe has another therapy that is entirely different
from the village folk. 5 gms of red sulphide is soaked in
cow’s milk and the juice from the bulb is mixed and
boiled. The resulting mixture is made into paste and
tablets of green gram size. A tablet is given two times a
day for about forty days for complete cure.

Headache due to stress: Bulb paste is rubbed on the
temples.

Joint pain : Bulbs cooked in milk are given daily along
with cooked rice for about forty days.

Night blindness: Juice of the bulb is dropped in the eyes
daily until cure.

Rat bite: Opium is applied immediately on the poisonous
bite to arrest the spread of poison. Later the fried bulb is
made into paste and applied on the affected part.

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SRI KRISHNA DEVA RAYALU

- Prof. P.V. Arunachalam, Vice-Chancellor, Dravidian University

As one of the most distinguished sons of Andhras,
Sri Krishna Deva Rayalu was an epoch making emperor
who lived during the later part of fifteenth century and the
first quarter of the sixteenth century. It is generally agreed
that Sri Krishna Deva Rayalu was born around 1485 and is
supposed to have died in the year 1530. Thus span of life
was just 45 years only.

Thuluva Narasa Nayak had two sons. Narasa
Nayak was army chief of Saluva Narasimha Rayalu. After
Saluva Narasimha Raya’s death, his elder son ascended
the throne. Palace intrigues and political developments
lead to capture of power by Thuluva Narasa Nayak. Later
in the year 1503, his elder son Veera Narasimha Rayalu
became the king and he died in the year 1509 resulting in
the coronation of his brother Sri Krishna Deva Rayalu as
the king. It is learnt that Sri Krishna Deva Rayalu ruled for
21 years.

The earlier period of his rule was fully occupied
by continuous warfare. Sri Krishna Deva Rayalu was a
great warrior, an intellectual and a wonderful strategist
who did heroic deeds, which merit the admiration and awe
not only from his contemporaries but from posterity too.
His heroic adventures and political acumen resulted in
building up an empire in South India comprising areas of
the present Andhra Pradesh, Karnataka, Tamil Nadu and
Orissa. The muslims who were slowly humbling down the
native rulers were spreading their tentacles when Sri
Krishna Deva Rayalu took charge of Vijayanagara
kingdom. By his valor and heroic deeds Sri
Krishnadevaraya won over the ruler of small kingdoms of
not only native rulers but also of the enterprising Muslim
settler rulers in the neighborhood. Slowly and steadily he
built up the Vijayanagara Empire, which was then the
biggest one in the South of India. Sri Krishna Deva
Rayalu did not dare to wage a war on Sinhala land.

As he rose to the position of a great Emperor,
poets started showering titles on him. He was hailed as
Sriman Maha Rajadhiraja, Rajaparameshwara,
Mururayaraganda, Purva Dakshina Samudhradheeswara,
Sahitee Samarangana Sarwabhouma, Yavana Rajya
Sthapancharya and so on.

After establishing the Empire, Sri Krishna Deva
Rayalu brought peace and prosperity to his land. He
constructed in Hampi, the great conference hall named as
Bhuvana Vijayam. This was the venue for rich literary and
cultural activities.

Sri Krishna Deva Rayalu besides being an
extremely powerful warrior and a legendary figure in
statecraft was an exceptionally good man of letters and a
promoter of fine arts. He was a great scholar in several
languages like Sanskrit, Telugu, Kannada, Tamil and so
on. We are informed that Sri Krishna Deva Rayalu
composed several Sanskrit Kavyas like Madalsa
Charithara, Sathyavadhu Pranayam, Sakala Katha Sara
Sangraham, Jnana Chintamani and Rasamanjari. He also
authored a Sanskrit drama by name Jambavati Parinayam.
Unfortunately all these works are lost to the posterity. The
only work of his, a magnum opus which the Telugus are
lucky to have is the famous Amukta Malyada, the
marvelous stories of Andal, depicted as Sri Godadevi,
daughter of Vishnu Chitta, the perialwar.

The five Telugu mahakavyas that were produced
under the illustrious patronage of Sri Krishna Deva Rayalu
are  Manu  Charitra by  Allasani Peddana,
Parijathapaharanam by Nandi Thimmana. Panduranga
Mahatyam by Tenali Ramakrishna, Vasucharitra by
Bhattumurthy, Kalapoornodayam of Pingali Suranna.
These are the trendsetters for the later day poets in the
composition of original works. Till the time of Sri Krishna
Deva Rayalu, almost all the works in Telugu were only
the translations from Sanskrit. We all know that Sri
Mahabharatam,  Sri  Madbhagavatam  and  Sri
Madramayanam were the Telugu versions of the popular
Sanskrit originals. This trend changed only during Sri
Krishna Deva Rayalu time. Poets started thinking of
writing original works. This is a giant step forward made
under the patronage of Sri Krishna Deva Rayalu.

Another special feature of Sri Krishna Deva
Rayalu’s patronage of Telugu literature is the promotion
of group of eight eminent poets called Ashta diggajas.
They were Allasani Peddana, Nandi Thimmana, Dhurjati,
Ayyalaraju Rama Bhadrugu, Madayagari Mallana, Tenali
Ramakrishna, Bhattumurthy, Pingali Surana. Besides
these, several equally great poets like Kandukuri
Rudraiah, Sarangu Thimmayya, Samkusala Nrusimha
Kavi and other great poets of Tamil and Kannada adorned
the Bhuvana Vijayam plaza.
