Role of India in the Origins of Mathematics

After retirement, | became curious to learn about the
history of mathematics, which is one of my favorite
subjects since my elementary school days. | was amazed
to learn that mathematics in India originated during Vedic
times (around 2000 B.C.) Our Rishis at that time were
brilliant thinkers and our heritage is second to none in the
whole world.

Why did our Rishis invent Mathematics?

Number System

Early agricultural civilization in India necessitated
accurate measurements of cultivated areas for land grants
and tax assessments. Also, a number system was
needed to properly implement town planning rules that
required roads of fixed widths to run at right angles to
each other for drains to be constructed of precise
measurements, and for houses to be constructed
according to specified guidelines.

In India, a decimal system was in place during
Harappau period (3000-1500 B.C.) with nine symbols
1,2,3,....9. Philosophical formulations concerning sunya
i.e. emptiness or void facilitated the introduction of the
concept of zero. Between the 7™ and 11™ century AD,
Indian numerals developed into their modern form and
became the foundation stones of modern mathematical
notation. French mathematician Laplace stated “The
ingenious method of expressing every possible number
using a set of ten symbols, each symbol having a place
value and an absolute value emerged in India. The idea
seems so simple now-a-days that its significance and

profound importance is no longer appreciated. lts

simplicity lies in the way it facilitated calculation and
placed arithmetic foremost amongst useful inventions”.

Indian number system reached Europe through
Arabic and Persian translations (Note: Sanskrit was the
scientific language in India at that time).

Arithmetic and Geometry

The system of land grants and agriculture tax
assessments necessitated development of geometry and
arithmetic also. As land was redistributed or consolidated,
problems of measurements came up that required
solutions. In order to ensure that all cultivators had
equivalent amount of irrigated and non-irrigated lands of
equivalent fertility, individual farmers in a village often had
their holdings broken in to several parcels to ensure
fairness. Since plots could not all be of the same shape,
local administrators were required to convert rectangular
or triangular plots to squares of equivalent sizes. Tax
assessments were based on fixed proportions of annual or
seasonal crop incomes, but could be adjusted upwards or
downwards, based on a variety of factors. This meant that
an understanding of geometry and arithmetic was virtually
essential for revenue administrators.

Arithmetic operations (Ganit) such as addition,
subtraction, multiplication, fraction, squares, cubes and
roots are enumerated, in the Narad Vishnu Purana
attributed to Ved Vyasa (pre — 1000 BC). Examples of
geometric knowledge (rekha-ganit) are to be found in
sulva-sutras of Baudhayana (800 B.C.) and Apasthamaba
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(600 B.C.) which describe basic geometric shapes and
techniques of converting one geometric shape to another
of equivalent area.

Pythagoras, the Greek mathematician and
philosopher, learnt his basic geometry from the sulva
sutras. An earlier statement of the famous Pythagoras
theorem (in a right angled triangle with sides a and b and
diagonal ¢, (a2 + b2 = c2) can be found in Baudhayana
Sutra’s.

Jain texts (6" Century.BC) such as the Surya
Phagyapti describe ellipses. Our Rushis realized the
importance of mathematics and stated that “whatever the
object exists in the moving and non-moving world cannot
be understood without the base of Ganith (i.e
mathematics)”.

Astronomy

The growth of trade and commerce stimulated
interest in astronomy — particularly knowledge of the tides
and the stars was of great import to trading communities
who crossed oceans or deserts at night.

The science of astronomy was also spurred by the
need to have accurate calendars and a better
understanding of climate and rainfall patterns for timely
sourcing and choice of crops. .

One of the greatest scientists of the Gupta period,
Aryabhatta (born in 476 A.D.) provided a systematic
treatment of the position of planets in space. He correctly
described the axial rotation of the earth, and inferred

correctly that the orbits of the planets are ellipses. He
also correctly deduced that the moon and the p!anets

correctly deduced that the moo
shine by reflected sun light and provided a valid
explanation for the solar and lunar eclipses.

Mathematics played a vital role in Aryabhatta’s
understanding of the solar system. His calculations on pi,
the circumference of the earth, and the length of the solar
year required Aryabhatta to solve several mathematical
problems that had not been addressed before, including
problems in algebra (beej-ganith) and trigonometry
(trikonmiti).

It should be noted that in the European and Western
view, Galileo Galilei (1564 — 1642) played a leading role in
realizing that what we see in the heavens — the moon, the
planets, the sun and the stars — are physical objects.
Aryabhatta (476 A.D.) developed his astronomy in far
more detail about 11 hundred years before Galileo!

Bhaskra | (6™ Century A.D.) continued where
Aryabhatta left off and discussed in further detail topics
such as the longitudes of the planets, conjunction of the
planets with each other and with bright starts, rising and
setting of the planets and the lunar crescent. Again, these
studies require still more advanced mathematics.

Panini’'s Sanskrit Grammar and Linguistics

A particularly important development in the history of
Indian science that was to have a profound impact on all
mathematical treatises that followed was the pioneering
work by Panini (6™ Century .BC) in the field of Sanskrit
grammar and linguistics. Panini provided formal
production rules and definitions describing Sanskrit




grammar in his treatise called Ashtadhyayi. Basic
elements such as vowels and consinuants, parts of
speech such as nouns and verbs were placed in classes.
The construction of compound words and sentences was
elaborated through ordered rules operating on underlying
structures in a manner similar to current formal language
theory. Backus - inventor of the Backus Nomal Form
(BNF) used notation similar to Panini to describe the
syntax of modern computer languages.

Panini’'s _ work provided an example of scientific
notational model that propelled later mathematicians to
use abstract rotations in characterizing the algebraic
equations and presenting algebraic theorems and results
in a scientific format.

The Kerala Schoool

The study of mathematics slowed down after the
onslaught of Islamic invasion of India. This had occurred
especially in Northern India. At that time, an important
school of mathematics blossomed in Kerala in the South.
Madhava (14 Century A.D.) made important mathematical
discoveries that would not be identified by European
mathematicians until at least 2 centuries later. Historians
of mathematics considered his contributions to be
instrumental in taking mathematics to the next stage, that
of modern classical analysis. Important discoveries by the
Kerals mathematicians included the Newton-Gauss
interpolation formula, the formula for the sum of infinite
series and series notation for pi. Charles Wish published
in the Transaction of the Royal Asiatic Society of Great
Britain and Ireland (1835) recognizing that the Kerala
school had anticipated by almost three hundred years
many European developments in the field.

The Spread of Indian Mathematics.

Knowledge of Indian mathematics spread to Arabia
through translation of mathematical texts into Arabic and
Persian. The Arabic and Persian’s scholars acknowledge
that India is the source of knowledge, thought and insight.

Indian algebra and trigonometry reached Europe
through a cycle of translations, traveling from the Arab
world through Spain and Sicily and eventually penetrating
all of Europe.

Indian mathematical manuscripts of the Kerala school
reached Europe through Jesuit priests who served in

Kerala. These documents were the largest repository of
astronomical documents. In Europe, these manuscripts
reached Pisa, ltaly (where Galileo Cavalieri, and Walths
spent time), Padan (where James Gregory studied) and

.. Paris (where Mersenne, Fermat and Pascal lived).

The Indian science of mathematics played a pivotal
role not only in the industrial revolution of Europe but in
the scientific developments that have occurred since. Not
only did India provid the financial capitol for the industrial
revolution, it also provided vital elements of the scientific
foundations without which humanity could not have
entered this modern age of science and technology!

In the May - June 2004 issue of Telugu Jyothi, editor
Murty Bhavaraju published a story from an anonymous
contributor (pg. 7). This story reminded me of my
childhood. | grew up with my grandparents in Kakinada,
East Godavari District in Andhra Pradesh. Fifteen miles
from Kakinada, my cousin brother (older than me) lived in
a village called Pulimeru. When ever | found time, | used
to visit him. Unlike the Mexican village in the story,
Pulimeru is a farmland and people made their living by
cultivating the fertile land. | vividly remember life in that
village during 1950s. They lived a leisurely life, spent
everyday playing games or Dasavatharam card games,
and listend to Harikathas. Of course they worked hard to
cultivate their fields and raise their cows for milk. Again, |
visited the same village 40 years later (1990s) to see my
brother. To my surprise, the village | knew in 1950s no
longer existed. What happened? At that time, | realized
the world and its surroundings are not static and the
dynamic processes that contribute to changes make man
to adapt to the changing conditions.

If the Mexican fisherman followed the advice of the
Harvard MBA graduate and returned to his village after 25
years, he would get a shock!

To our youngsters, my advice is “where there is no
vision, people perish”. Learn to adapt!

We regret to inform you the demise of one of our well
wishers of TFAS, Mrs. Indira Kolli on June 4, 2004. Our
condolences to Murali who was a past Treasurer of TFAS,
son Prakash, and daughter Aparna.

Indira Kolli was a Life Member and supporter of
TFAS since it was formed in 1984. She served on the
Editorial Committee of Telugu Jyothi. Her help in the
preparation of the cultural exhibit "thara-tharaala Telugu
charitra" during 1990-1993 period was remarkable. The
exhibit was shown at TFAS functions and TANA
conferences in Atlanta and New York.

Indira (Nagireddi) Kolli was born in Rajamundhry to
Doctor N.V.R. Gandhi and Prakasamma. She was
educated at Veerasalingam High School and the
Government Arts College. Later she attended Andhra
University and received a M.Sc in Geology. She was the
first female student to study Geology at Andhra University.
Indira was always interested in the fine arts and literature
specifically Telugu literature and classical Indian dance.
As a youngster she participated in art competitions and
won various awards for her paintings.

After her marriage to Murali Kolli in 1968, Indira
immigrated to the United States. After staying home taking
care of the children when they were young, Indira
returned to school, got a computer science degree, and
worked as a computer programmer. Her interest in
literature remained strong and she started to write poetry
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in Telugu. Her poetry reflected her thoughts on various
social injustices and issues. Indira's poetry was published
in a book form titled "Jeevitha konaalu" with the initiative
of the renowned writer Mrs. K. Ramalakshmi. Indira also
published in Telugu Jyothi and Telusa magazines and left
behind a large collection of unpublished manuscripts.
Indira also developed an interest in martial arts and in
mid-90s began to learn Tae-Kwan-Do, a Korean martial
art. She attained the level of a second -degree black belt.
She also taught Tae-Kwan-Do and spent time researching
and demonstrating the similarities between martial art
postures and Bharathanatyam postures.
