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Career Paths for Our Younger Generation

In the Twentieth Anniversary issue of Telugu Jyothi, |
wrote about addressing the needs of our second
generation as they thrive in succeeding as America
changes demographically, politically and economically.
Here is my attempt to initiate a process to help them.

Irrespective of the profession one chooses, there are
some common characteristics one should develop in order
to succeed. They are: self-confidence, work ethic, drive
and dedication, commitment, curiosity goal orientation,
interpersonal relationships, and communications (both
verbal and written).

In addition, one should know their strengths and
weaknesses, and learn to utilize these strengths and
develop skills to overcome weaknesses. Professionals in
an organizational setting should seek influential mentors
to guide their careers.

Last but not least is the maintenance of good health.
Regular medical check-ups and exercise is a must. A
common disease that afflicts many Andhras is diabetes,
which has a devastating affect as one gets older. Early
detection of the disease can delay its long-term effects. If
unchecked, diabetes can cause heart attack, stroke,
blindness and kidney failure.

One should also consider long temm financial
planning. People working for corporations will have a rude
awakening compared to their parents. The younger
generation will receive less retirement pay and medical
benefits as the corporations are devising schemes to
reduce their financial obligations to retirees. Also, the
Federal Government is proposing changes to Social
Security eligibility. (Currently, people are eligible for
Social Security when they reach 65 years of age.
Governments proposals are to extend the eligibility age
limit beyond sixty-five years). The bottom line is that one
cannot depend on their company or the Federal
Government to live with dignity after retirement.

One has to plan for their retirement through proper
financial planning. Various options such as the following
are available for this purpose.

5. Acquire rental property; and

6. Purchase life insurance.
